Eyewitness Accounts 

 
  

If Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile and you are still in your sins.  Then those who 

have fallen asleep in Christ have perished.  If in Christ we have hope in this life only, we are of 

all people most to be pitied.  But in fact Christ has been raised from the dead, the firstfruits of 

those who have fallen asleep (1 Cor. 15:17-20). 

 

 The resurrected Christ appeared to many people, not just a few.  The accounts of recorded as 

evidence and for your comfort: 

 

 On Easter 

- To Mary of Magdala (Jn 20:10-18; Mk 16:9) 

- To the other women (Mt. 28:8-10), and Joanna, Mary the mother of James, and others (Lk 

24:10) 

- To Peter (1 Co 15:5; Lk 24:34) 

- To the Emmaus disciples (Lk 24:13-35; Mk 16:12, 13) 

- To the disciples on Easter evening, Thomas being absent and Judas dead, may have included 

more than just the apostles (Lk 24:36-49; Jn 20:19-23) 

 

During the 40 days 

- To the disciples one week later, with Thomas being present (Jn 20:24-29) 

- To seven disciples by the Sea of Galilee (Peter, Thomas, Nathanael, James and John, and two 

other disciples) (Jn 21:1-14) 

- To more than five hundred of the brothers at the same time, most of whom were still living at 

the time Paul wrote 1 Corinthians, about A.D. 55 (1 Cor. 15:6). 

- To James, the brother of the Lord – Galatians 1:19 (1 Co 15:7) 

- To the Eleven on a mountain in Galilee (Mt 28:16-20) 

- To the disciples on the mount of ascension (Mk 16:19, 20; Lk 24:50-53; Ac 1:1-11) 

- To the apostle Paul on the road to Damascus and on other occasions (Ac 9:1-19; 18:9; 22:1-

21; 1 Co 15:8) (Lange, God So Loved the World, pp. 281-282). 

 

When the Apostle John was given visions on the Island of Patmos, he saw the resurrected Lord 

who said, “Fear not, I am the first and last, and the living one.  I died, and behold I am alive 

forevermore, and I have the keys of Death and Hades” (Rev. 1:17-18). 

 



It is truly good, right, and salutary that we should at all times and in all places give thanks to 

You, holy Lord, almighty Father, everlasting God.  And most especially are we bound to praise 

You on this day for the glorious resurrection of Your Son, Jesus Christ, the very Paschal Lamb, 

who was sacrificed for us and bore the sins of the world.

 heav’n and earth are full of Thy glory.  Hosanna, 

 hosanna, hosanna in the highest.  Blessed is He, 

 blessed is He, blessed is He that cometh in name of the Lord. 

 Hosanna, hosanna, hosanna in the highest (Lutheran Service Book Altar Book).

Easter 4  May 7 
Jesus said to him, “Have you believed because you have seen 

Me? Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have 

believed.” John 20:29 

Jesus Appears to Thomas  John 20:19-31 

Today in Sunday School, the children studied “Jesus 

Appears to Thomas” (John 20:19–31). We, like 

Thomas, doubt what we cannot see. Through His 

Spirit, God gives us eyes of faith that we might see 

Jesus in Word and Sacrament and believe in Him. 

Discuss with your family, “When is it hard to trust 

and believe in the promises of God? Who is the 

source of our faith?” Law I sin when I rely on 

human reason instead of God’s Word and what it 

says about my Savior. Gospel The Holy Spirit gives 

me eyes of faith to believe that Jesus died and rose 

for my salvation and fills my heart with peace. 
 

Easter 5  May 14 
Let us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering, 

for He who promised is faithful. Hebrews 10:23 

Jesus Appears in Galilee  John 21:1-19 

Today in Sunday School, we study “Jesus Appears in 

Galilee.” We are all like Peter in our words and 

actions, denying our Lord and weeping bitterly over 

what we have done. We are in need of the same 

comfort that Peter received—the comfort of sins 

forgiven and the assurance that even though we are 

faithless, Jesus will remain faithful. You might 

discuss, “How did Peter express his sorrow and 

repentance? What specific directions did Jesus give 

to Peter?” Law God demands that I love Him and 

none other, solely and completely. In my sin, I 

worship whatever pleases me most at the time. 

Gospel Gods’ love is everlasting and ever faithful; 

even though I deny Him, He forgives me and assures 

me of His love for Christ’s sake. 
 

Easter 6  May 21 
“Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking into heaven? This 

Jesus, who was taken up from you into heaven, will come in the 

same way as you saw Him go into heaven.” Acts 1:11 

Jesus Ascends into Heaven  Acts 1:1-11; Luke 

24:44-53 

Today’s Sunday School lesson taught the children 

“Jesus Ascends into Heaven” to prepare a place for 

us there with Him (Acts 1:1–11; Luke 24:44–53). 

Ask the children to tell you about Jesus’ ascension and what it means for them. Law I sin when I live 

as if the ascended Christ is no longer active in my life and the world. Gospel Jesus ascended into 

heaven to prepare an eternal home for me, land I can trust His promise to be with me now and always.

Easter 7  May 28 
He will wipe away every tear from their eyes, and death shall be no more, neither shall there be mourning, nor crying, nor 

pain anymore, for the former things have passed away. Revelation 21:4 

I am the Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last, the beginning and the end. Revelation 22:13 

John’s Vision of Heaven  Revelation 21-22 

Today in Sunday School, students studied “John’s Vision of Heaven.” Those who believe that 

salvation has been accomplished by the all-availing sacrifice of Jesus’ blood on the cross will bear the 

name of Christ, written on their forehead in Holy Baptism, and will have the right to the tree of life. 

Consider discussing, “How does John describe heaven? How is the promise of eternal life in heaven 

ours?” Law If I do not believe in Christ as my Savior, I will not enter the gates of heaven. Gospel I 

am baptized and believe in Jesus, the Lamb of God; He has written my name in His Book of Life. 

Someday, I will live with Him in the new heavenly Jerusalem, where there will be no more sorrow or 

pain or death.  

 
 

 
George Spalatin was born January 17, 1484, as Georg Burckhardt in the town of Spalt, near Nuremburg. 

He was the illegitimate son of a tanner from Franconia. He received his early education in Nuremburg, 

and then went to Erfurt where he received his bachelor of arts in 1499. In Erfurt he was deeply 

influenced by a humanist named Nikolaus Marschalk, whom he followed to Wittenberg to resume 

studies in 1502. 
 

One year after Luther was ordained, in 1508, George Spalatin was ordained a priest. In 1509 he was 

employed by Frederick to be a tutor for his grandson, John Frederick, and later, his nephews. In 1511 

Spalatin traveled to Wittenberg to continue his tutorial duties. This is probably when he met Luther. 

Luther exercised a great power over him, and became his chief counselor in all moral and religious 

matters. 
 

In 1512 Frederick made Spalatin his librarian. In 1516 he promoted him to court chaplain and secretary, 

taking charge of the Elector’s private and public correspondence. Spalatin had the total trust of the 

Elector, serving as his secretary, father confessor, court chaplain, and preacher until Frederick’s death in 

1525. 
 

There is scarcely a fact in the early history of the Reformation that is not somehow connected with 

Spalatin’s name. He read Luther’s writings to the Elector, and translated them from Latin into German 

for his benefit. It was through Spalatin that Frederick carried out his protection of Luther. 
 

In 1518 it was Spalatin who convinced Frederick to line up an 

interview for Luther with Cardinal Cajetan rather than appear before 

the Diet of Augsburg. 
 

Spalatin also corresponded with the philosopher Erasmus, attempting 

to convince the influential thinker to accept Luther’s position and come 

to Wittenberg to meet Frederick. Erasmus is the next member of the 

Reformation Twelve.
