The Church Year 

The Time of Easter 
Easter celebrates the chief event in the life of 

Christ and was the major celebration among 

early Christians. Given that Easter is both a 

moveable date and also a principal celebration of 

the Church Year, the date of Easter determines 

much of the rest of the Church Year. Generally 

speaking, Easter is observed on the first Sunday 

after the first full moon on or after the vernal 

equinox. The date of Easter will influence the 

date of Ash Wednesday, the fortieth day (not 

counting Sundays) before Easter; the date of the 

Transfiguration, the Sunday before Ash 

Wednesday; and the number of Sundays in 

Epiphany and after Pentecost. 
(Treasury of Daily Prayer, CPH 2008, p.10) 
 

Easter and Its Season 

Begins with evening prayer on Holy Saturday. 

Ends with midday prayer on Pentecost. 
 

Easter is a victory celebration, a time for all 

Christians to proclaim boldly their faith in a risen 

and victorious Savior. For the early Christians, 

Easter was not merely one day, it was (and is) a 

whole season that also includes the celebration of 

Jesus’ ascension. The fifty days between Easter 

and Pentecost, known as the Great Fifty Days, 

was the first liturgical season observed in the 

first three centuries of the Church. This fifty-day 

celebration is a week of weeks, renewed in the 

last decade by emphasizing the Sundays as being 

“of Easter.” The season’s length is fitting 

because we are dedicating one seventh of the 

year to the celebration of the Lord’s resurrection. 

 

The first celebration of Easter is the Easter Vigil, 

the evening of Holy Saturday. The Vigil includes 

a service of light, in which fire symbolized Jesus 

as the light of the world. The service is designed 

to take the Christian from the solemnity of Good 

Friday to the predawn joy of Easter. 
 

Easter is the richest and most lavishly celebrated 

festival of the Church year. Congregations may 

hold a sunrise service, commemorating the 

surprise of the women visiting the empty tomb of 

Christ, as well as services that celebrate the 

resurrection of Jesus Christ. While not as lavish, 

this joyous and celebratory tone echoes down 

through the Sundays of the Easter season. 
 

Forty days after Easter (Acts 1:3), the Church 

celebrates the Ascension of Our Lord, who 

ascended into heaven not only as God but also as 

man. The final Sunday of the Easter season, 

celebrated as Pentecost, was adopted by early 

Christians to commemorate the first great harvest 

of believers for Christ (Acts 2:1-41). Thus 

Pentecost is the birthday of the Christian Church 

as the Holy Spirit came upon the disciples and 

they gave their compelling witness about the 

resurrected Lord. Pentecost is a day of joy in the 

gifts of the Spirit as Hi still reaches into our lives 

just as He did to the 

crowds on that first 

Pentecost: through the 

apostolic preaching of 

God’s Word and Holy 

Baptism.

Abraham and Isaac  Genesis 21:1—7; 22:1—19  
The next day [John] saw Jesus coming toward him, and 

said, “Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of 

the world!”

THE AUGSBURG CONFESSION 

CHIEF ARTICLES OF FAITH 
 

Article XVI 

Civil Government 
Our churches teach that lawful civil regulations 

are good works of God. They teach that it is right 

for Christians to hold political office, to serve as 

judges, to judge matters by imperial laws and 

other existing laws, to impose just punishments, 

to engage in just wars, to serve as soldiers, to 

make legal contracts, to hold property, to take 

oaths when required by the magistrates, for a 

man to marry a wife, or a woman to be given in 

marriage [Romans 13; 1 Corinthians 7:2]. 
 

Our churches condemn the Anabaptists who 

forbid these political offices to Christians. They 

also condemn those who do not locate 

evangelical perfection in the fear of God and in 

faith, but place it in forsaking political offices. 

For the Gospel teaches an eternal righteousness 

of the heart (Romans 10:10). At the same time, it 

does not require the destruction of the civil state 

or the family. The Gospel very much requires 

that they be preserved as God’s ordinances and 

that love be practiced in such ordinances. 

Therefore, it is necessary for Christians to be 

obedient to their rulers and laws. The only 

exception is when they are commanded to sin. 

Then they ought to obey God rather than men 

(Acts 5:29). 
 

Article XVII 

Christ’s Return for Judgment 
Our churches teach that at the end of the world 

Christ will appear for judgment and will raise all 

the dead [1 Thessalonians 4:13-5:2]. He will give 

the godly and elect eternal life and everlasting 

joys, but He will condemn ungodly people and 

the devils to be tormented without end [Matthew 

25:31-46]. 
 

Our churches condemn the Anabaptists, who 

think that there will be an end to the punishments 

of condemned men and devils. 
 

Our churches also condemn those who are 

spreading certain Jewish opinions, that before the 

Join Redeemer for a Habitat For 

Humanity Build: May 12!

“As long as it is day, we must work the works of Him who 
sent me, night is coming when no one can work” John 9:4.  
 

Greetings: Lenten greetings from your brothers 
and sisters in Upper East Region, Ghana. Our 
“winter” suddenly ended and now we are back 
to 90 degrees and above. We shall remain in this 
weather until the rains come in late May or early 
June. And then, the Lord makes the ground 
ready for planting crops. The Lord is always good 
to us.  
 

Ash Wednesday and Lent: Ash Wednesday 
services were held in only five Churches, where 
members from nearby Churches had to attend 
the Imposition of Ashes service. The services 
were started at 10:00am and ended at 11:30am. 
However, the leaders had to stay in the 
Churches until 4:00pm to allow school children 
to close from school and attend the Ashes 
Imposition. “From dust we came and into it we 
shall go,” but thanks to God, Jesus has paid the 
price for us to enter God’s kingdom.  
 

Easter Convention: Our 2018 Easter convention 
will be held from March 29 – April 1 at St. Luke 
Lutheran Church, Bugzunde. As usual there will 
be series of Bible studies, dramas, singing and 
dancing, youth displays, Bible quizzes, doctrinal 
quizzes (from Lutheranism 101 and Luther’s 
Small Catechism), reports from various Church 
groups and leadership. The climax of the 
convention will be divine service where will be 
baptism and celebration of the Lord’s Supper.  
 

Translation: Praise the Lord, the following books 
have been shipped from Thailand and are on 
their way to Ghana: Kusaal – A Child’s Garden of 
Bible Stories, Jesus Never Fails tract, Smalcald 
Articles, Luther’s Small Catechism student 
workbook and teacher’s guide and Komba A 
Child’s Garden of Bible Stories. With great 
support from Lutheran Heritage Foundation, 
more than six books in Kusaal, Bimoba, Komba 
and Fante shall be printed this year (2018). We 

are most grateful to Lutheran Heritage 
Foundation for its wonderful support.  
 

Radio Broadcast Program: The weekly radio 
program is one of the most effective means of 
evangelism as hundreds of people listen to the 
Word of God every Sunday from 8:30pm – 
9:00pm. In fact, to accommodate people who 
want to call, we have extended the time by 15 
minutes. Last Sunday the message was on 
“Peter’s Confession.” The question a listener 
asked was “How does God who has no wife have 
a son.” Another question was about the deity of 
Christ. When questions are asked, the best we 
do is to get an answer from the Bible. Thus, John 
3:16 answers Jesus being God’s Son, and the 
deity of Christ is recorded in Colossian 2:9-10. A 
regular listener who is a Muslim man visited me 
wanting to know more about Jesus and also take 
along some books. He was given the Small 
Catechism, A Child’s Garden of Bible Stories and 
Lutheranism 101. Once again, we thank and 
praise God for allowing Ghana Harvest to 
support this important weekly radio program.  
 

Evangelism/Outreach: Because of the activities 
involved in the Lenten season, several weekly 
activities have been postponed to allow full 
participation in the weekly services.  
 

Nsawora Mission work: Two men were sent to 
visit our “new” Christian brothers and sisters at 
Nsawora in southern Ghana. According to the 
“missionaries” when they arrived, the brethren 
were so glad that they did not want them to 
return. The Bible studies, lessons taught and 
discussions and prayers were blessing to all of 
them. The Kusaal Bibles, Lutheranism 101 in 

Kusaal and the Small Catechism were distributed 

to some of them. They were happy to have the 

Bible and other materials in their mother tongue-

Kusaal. The teaching materials that I had 

prepared for them will last six weeks. We shall 

visit them again. We would be preparing them 

for baptism.  
 

Women Fellowship, Men Fellowship and Youth 
Fellowship: These groups continue to meet 
regularly to study God’s Word and discuss ways 



of sharing the gospel with others, especially 
unbelievers.  
 

Evangelical Lutheran Church of Ghana’s 
transition to new leadership: On March 17, 
2018 the Evangelical Lutheran Church of Ghana 
(ELCG) will hold a Special Delegates’ Conference 
in Kumasi to elect a new president, and other 
officers of the Church. Please join us to pray that 
the Holy Spirit guides all the delegates to make a 
God-pleasing choice.  
 

Funeral: Madam Mercy Abugri of Wiidi Lutheran 
died after being ill for more than one year. She 
has been released from this sinful world to the 
heavenly home. Mercy left behind several 
children and grandchildren most of whom are 
Christians. She has been a widow for more than 
30 years.  
 

“Naomi and Ruth”: Madam Alice Agure's 

husband died after a protracted illness. Then two 

weeks later, her son died through a motor 

accident leaving his wife Mary and Alice 

widows. That is similar to Naomi and Ruth in the 

Book of Ruth. When Alice’s husband died she 

said, “I pray that my son becomes a Christian.” 

But he did not. Alice and Mary need our prayers 

and support as they are left with a small boy in 

their house. Unfortunately the dead were not 

Christians but the widows and the boy are 

members of the Tengnoog Church.  
 

Concordia Preparatory School: CPS continues to 
be a blessing to parents and the children. Basing 
what is done on Proverbs 22:6, the school’s 
ultimate goal is to help all the children know, 
believe and trust in Jesus as the Savior of the 
world. Using the Bible, Small Catechism and 
Bible story books, all the children who number 
more than 700 are studying the Word of God. 
Your prayers are needed for the school.  
 

New Chapel buildings: By the grace of God, 
Hope Lutheran Church chapel in Zuuku and 
Bethel Lutheran Church in Zawse-Sakpanatenga 
are being built with cement blocks. Hope chapel 
has been fixed with iron rods and is almost at 
lintel level.
