Today in Sunday School,
the lesson is, “Jesus Calls

Disciples.” Jesus
preached, taught, and healed, and He called His
first disciples to do the same. The children learn
that Jesus chose ordinary, sinful men to follow
Him and be His disciples. In Baptism, Jesus
chooses us to be His children. Underscore that in
Jesus’ forgiveness we find peace and favor with
God, whose Word testifies repeatedly and
consistently that Jesus is His Son and our Savior.
Ask your children, “Through whom does Jesus
continue His saving work where His Word is
preached and His Sacraments are administered
today?” Law In sin, | blindly go my own way
and am headed toward eternal death. Gospel
Christ saves me and calls me to follow Him and
His way, a way that leads to eternal life.

Palm Sunday / Sunday
of the Passion — 4/14
Jesus Heals Many

Luke 4:31-44

Today in Sunday School,
the lesson is “Jesus
Heals Many.” Through
many miracles, Jesus shows us His power over
sin. Ask your children to tell you, “Who did
Jesus heal? What were some of the sicknesses the
people had?” Talk about sin—yours, theirs, and
the world’s—and how Satan holds the world in
bondage, causing sickness and death. Assure
them that Jesus is the Holy One of God, who
defeats Satan and frees us from his hold, granting
us eternal life in paradise. Emphasize that Jesus
has power over sin and sickness, saving the lost
by His death and resurrection. Law Sin, sickness,
and the devil are at work in the world. Gospel
Jesus, the Holy One of God, has power over sin,
sickness, and the devil and frees me from their
hold.

forgiveness. Gospel Christ knows what | need—
forgiveness, life, and salvation—and He bestows
these gifts even without my asking.

Easter 2 — 4/28
Jesus Calls Matthew
Mark 2:13-17

In Sunday School
today, students learn
the story “Jesus Calls
Matthew.” We sinners
rejoice, for we, too,
have been called from our own pigsty of sin to
dine with Jesus around His table and to be a
friend of the friend of sinners. Consider
discussing, “How did Jesus call Matthew to be
one of His followers? How and why does Jesus
call us to follow Him?” Law If | say | have no
sin, | deceive myself, and the truth is not in me.
Gospel Jesus is the friend of sinners, who says to
me, “Fear not, I am faithful and just to forgive
your sins and to cleanse you from all
unrighteousness.”

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The kingdem Reign
Of Heaven

Finally, we are all back in Prague: and we are
here in the advancement of the “kingdom of
heaven.” That phrase is, without a doubt, one
of the great features of St. Matthew’s account
of the Holy Gospel. He uses that phrase thirty-
one times. But we must be clear what he means
by it. Usually, when we hear the word
“kingdom,” we go to a place on a map. to a
spot on the globe that is defined by borders and
cities and topographic features.

But when Matthew uses that phrase, he does not want us to look to a map, to a
place, but rather, to something God is doing. Dr. Gibbs, of the St. Louis semi-
nary, translates the Greek word for “kingdom” ( BactAeia) here as “the royal
reign of God.” In other words, God’s “kingdom,” or, better yet, “reign,” is
where God does what only God can do to bring sinners into His holy reign of
grace. It is where sinners are made saints, where the dead come to life in Christ.

Two Sunday evenings ago, we visited the Czech Lutheran congregation to intro-
duce ourselves, but also to encourage them in the work God is doing among
them. And what a visit we had! Though the whole service was in Czech, a lan-
guage in which we yet have no lessons, we knew the language spoken because it
was the same language of the liturgy that we use.

At the beginning of that service, a young man stood before the altar, professed
his faith, and, with three handfuls of water, he entered into the royal reign of
God. But this was not the end. We heard the pastor proclaim Jesus from the pul-
pit. We beheld him offer the grace that flows from Jesus through the absolution.
And we saw him offer Jesus as He came in, with, and under the bread and wine
of the Holy Eucharist. It was such a blessing to us! Here in this country, so
wrapped in atheism/agnosticism, the royal reign of God in His Son Jesus Christ
was breaking in to set things as they should be: under the rule of God’s grace in
Christ Jesus. Even where Satan tried to use the threats of communism to undo
any belief in God. the Triune God is still extending His reign, bringing salvation
to Czechs one at a time as they meet Jesus in His own people.

Now that we are here, it is our prayer that we will be the tools that God uses to
break into the world of death, to give the life that is found in Christ alone. We
have a herculean task before us—made even more challenging by the fact that
this is a very closed and suspicious society. But the Lord of the harvest sows His
seed in such a way that it may seem reckless to us. He casts His Word far and
wide, even into areas where we might think, “It will not grow there!” But God
knows best, and God promises that His Word will do that for which He sends it.
There is no recklessness to God’s kingdom work. He extends His reign and rule
into the world through even the unlikely instruments such as ourselves and you.
And where He sends us, there the Word does what only God can do. His reign
interrupts Satan and brings salvation to many.

Rev. Marian Cop,
who serves as the pastor of the Slovak congregation meeting
in the same building. Then secondly. we installed Martin Damasek as a deacon. to
serve the ECAV v CR as well as to study for the office of pastor under the tutelage
of Dale. Martin has already begun to help Dale. serving as a translator for us and
the other two parishes that meet in the building (Slovak and Czech congregations).

We thank God we have all arrived safely and that we are all excited about sharing
the faith.
