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Redemption 
 

“I believe that Jesus Christ . . . has redeemed me, a lost and condemned person, purchased and 

won me from all sins, from death, and from the power of the devil; not with gold or silver, but 

with His holy precious blood and with His innocent suffering and death” (Small Catechism 

Explanation to the Second Article of the Creed). 

 

 Martin Luther penned these words as a restatement of the truth that is revealed in 1 Peter:  

“knowing that you were ransomed from the futile ways inherited from your forefathers, not with 

perishable things such as silver or gold, but with the precious blood of Christ, like that of a lamb without 

blemish or spot” (1 Pet. 1:18-19). 

 The meaning of the word “redeem” is to buy back a slave.  Christ redeemed us, or ransomed us, 

from captivity to sin, death, and the devil.  “The redemption of a soul is so precious, costs so much, that 

all the treasures of this word are of no avail to achieve redemption” (Koehler, A Summary of Christian 

Doctrine, p. 111).  The “blood of bulls and goats” is not sufficient to pay the ransom price (Heb. 10:4).  

“Not even a human sacrifice is sufficiently precious” (Koehler, A Summary of Christian Doctrine, p. 

111).  It took God in the flesh to pay the ransom and achieve our redemption. 

 Perhaps a few additional points should be made.  First, Christ has not only redeemed us, that is, 

believers.  The Bible teaches universal redemption, or reconciliation.  It teaches universal grace and 

universal atonement.  This means that redemption by the work of Christ was not limited to the elect.  “In 

Christ God was reconciling the world to himself” (2 Cor. 5:19).  It is true that only the those who believe 

on Christ by the power of the Holy Spirit benefit from the redemption of mankind.  Nevertheless, Christ 

paid for the sins of all people. 

 The second important point is that Christ did not pay Satan the redemption price.  “Christ 

rendered satisfaction to God” (Pieper, Christian Dogmatics Vol. II, p. 379).  Evidently, the Church 

Father Origen and others held that Christ paid the ransom to Satan.  But, as the Lutheran theologian 

Quenstedt taught, “The devil has through God’s righteous judgment been made the jailer of men, not 

their lord and judge, who could demand the ransom” (Pieper, Christian Dogmatics Vol. II, p. 379).  In 

other words, as Christ paid the Father the redemption price with his holy precious blood and his innocent 

suffering of hell and death, God released man from spiritual captivity to the devil. 

 Finally, it should be noted that the Bible teaches redemption in two ways.  It is taught as 

complete and a present status.  We are redeemed!  But the Bible also speaks of redemption as a future 

event.  Jesus said about the end, “And then they will see the Son of Man coming in a cloud with power 

and great glory.  Now when these things begin to take place, straighten up and raise your heads, because 

your redemption is drawing near” (Lk. 21:27-28).  And the Apostle Paul reminds us in Romans, “And 

not only the creation, but we ourselves, who have the firstfruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly as we wait 

eagerly for adoption as sons, the redemption of our bodies” (Rom. 8:23).  So even as we are redeemed in 

Christ, we await the fullness of the release from all affliction.  Furthermore, we rejoice that we are 
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redeemed body and soul.  Even our bodies have been purchased and won and will be raised and restored 

and glorified. 

 Praise God that “Christ is the World’s Redeemer” (LSB 539) and, thus, the Redeemer of each 

one of us who were “lost and condemned.”

The role of the Financial Secretary 
 

As part of the newsletter series concerning 

the roles and duties of various officers and 

Boards, this article will cover the Council 

position of Financial Secretary. 

The Financial Secretary (FINSEC), along 

with other pertinent positions, is identified by a 

Nominating Council that is appointed by the 

President of the Church Council and is elected to 

a two (2) term during a called Voters’ meeting 

held in November or December each year. 

The primary responsibility of the FINSEC is 

to receive and deposit, on a timely basis, church 

funds including all congregational monies such 

as offerings, contributions, special collections, 

loans, bequests, etc.  The FINSEC will record all 

such monies in the Church’s financial system of 

record and shall account to the Treasurer for all 

such deposits on a regular weekly basis. 

Financial data will be reported to the Church 

Council at the monthly meetings and to the 

congregation during the quarterly Voter’s 

meetings. 

Another important function of the FINSEC is 

to participate in Consecration Sunday by 

recording and tabulating the Pledge Offerings of 

Church Members on which the Church annual 

budget for the upcoming year will be based. This 

activity includes mailing Pledge Acknowledge 

and Thank You letters. 

All offering information in maintained in a 

secure financial system. Statements are produced 

semi-annually and annually or upon request for 

Church Members records.  

Please let know if there are any questions or 

if additional information is wanted.
