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Prayer

The Adult Bible Class is currently studying The Lord’s Prayer. Here are the classic journalist
questions on prayer (as discussed in the Small Catechism Explanation):

Who? All believers are to pray. Prayers are made only to the true God, Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit. We do not pray to idols, saints, or anything in creation. Only the prayers of believers in Christ
are acceptable and heard.

What? Prayer is speaking to God in words and thoughts. “Let the words of my mouth and the
meditation of my heart be acceptable in your sight, O Lord, my rock and my redeemer” (Ps. 19:14).

Where? Everywhere! We pray privately in our homes and corporately in Divine Service and
other seasonal services.

When? Pray at all times. “Rejoice always, pray without ceasing, give thanks in all
circumstances; for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus for you” (1 Thess. 5:17-18). Pray especially
when you are in trouble. “And call upon me in the day of trouble; I will deliver you, and you shall
glorify me” (Ps. 50:15).

Why? Luther tell us in the Large Catechism that we are to pray because: 1) It isa command of
God, specifically part of the Second Commandment; 2) God promises to hear and answer and give
generously through our prayers; 3) God gives us the words to pray (LC Part 111 1-34).

How? The disciples’ asked Jesus this question (Lk. 11:1). In response, Jesus gave them his
prayer. John Kleinig writes, “Jesus teaches us how to pray by giving us the Lord’s Prayer. This is his
prayer, the prayer that He prays. . . . Jesus doesn’t set us to work by ourselves with some instruction on
the theory and practice of prayer, like some modern teacher of spirituality. Instead, He gets us to join in
with Him as He prays to His heavenly Father” (Kleinig, Grace Upon Grace, pp. 162-163). This is why
Luther calls the Lord’s Prayer the noblest prayer: “There is no nobler prayer to be found on earth, for it
has the powerful testimony that God loves to hear it. This we should not trade for all the riches in the
world” (LC Part III 23).

Of course, we can always pray other specific petitions, according to God’s will, by the Spirit,
through the Son, to the Father. Amen!

Freedom Isn’t Always Freedom

Prague is a beautiful town filled with all
sorts of artwork, some quite beautiful and
some quite odd. In the park that surrounds
- the main train station are a number of stat-
ues. One in particular raises my eyebrows
every time I pass it and it gives me a bit of a
theological reflection. It is a statue that com-
memorates the liberation of Prague from the
& Nazis by the Soviet troops. Asthetically. it is
very nice. There is the hero Russian soldier
f with a firearm slung round-about him and.
£ greeting him with a kiss, is a Czech soldier
who has even given him flowers. Now to be
sure. Prague and the whole Czech Republic
suffered horribly at the hands of the Nazis.
Statue of Czech soldier kissing the (If you would like to see how the Czechs
fought back. rent the excellent movie An-
thropoid. It 1s a sobering tale.) But what

Russian liberators.

gives me cause for reflection is this. How
free can you get when one totalitarian regime replaces another? The Soviets
brought in brand new fears and losses of freedom. including the right to worship.

So often. we fall for that same trick of the devil. When he tempted our first par-
ents, they thought that they were going to be free, to be “like God.” But the free-
dom promised that came by the eating of that fruit led not to freedom but servi-
tude. They became subject to pain and struggle, division and death. The promise
was a lie. They were enslaved.

What dangles before your eyes as “freedom?” What do you think will give you
true power? In truth, these things only enslave us anew. Pornography. drugs,
drunkenness, anger. grudges, mammon—and the list could go on and on—may
say that they are things that will make us free; but they just replace one affliction
with another, and we are enslaved all over again.

Here in the Czech Republic. many people see themselves as free of the whole
notion of God. There is an 80% to 85% of people who claim to be atheist or ag-
nostic. There are plenty of church buildings here in Prague—beautiful churches!
—Dbut they are empty. That may sound like freedom for them and for many people
around the world. But, sometimes freedom isn’t freedom. Rather. sometimes a
new freedom is just the same old enslavement that grabbed Adam and Eve.

We are here. therefore. to help people hear the true freedom that is found only in
Christ. We want to invite people to leave behind the shadows of deathly enslave-
ment to sin and come into the true freedom that flows from the confession: Jesus
Christ is Lord. Because. it is only when He rules over us that we are truly free.

Dear friends, please, pray for us and for the critical work we are doing here. Pray
that old doubts and denials may fall away. And pray that the Lord Jesus Christ
would bring lost Czechs upon His blessed shoulders to live in the fold of the faith.
We pray that this freedom may not reach them alone, but all of us, so that we see
that freedom 1sn’t always freedom, but that Christ sets us free, indeed!
