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Depression and Hope

Why are you cast down, O my soul,
and why are you in turmoil within me?
Hope in God; for | shall again praise him,
my salvation and my God (Ps. 42:5,11; 43:5).

A couple of weeks ago, a very disturbing report came out from the U.S. Centers for Disease
Control (CDC). The headlines of articles reporting on this release include: “Depression and Anxiety
are Skyrocketing in Young Adults Amid Pandemic” (Live Science); and “CDC: 25 Percent of Young
Adults Have Considered Suicide Since Pandemic” (Newsmax). The actual information from the report
includes this quote:

Overall, 40.9% of respondents reported at least one adverse mental or behavioral health
condition, including symptoms of anxiety disorder or depressive disorder (30.9%), symptoms of
a trauma- and stressor-related disorder (TSRD) related to the pandemic (26.3%), and having
started or increased substance use to cope with stress or emotions related to COVID-19 (13.3%).
The percentage of respondents who reported having seriously considered suicide in the 30 days
before completing the survey (10.7%) was significantly higher among respondents aged 18-24
years (25.5%), minority racial/ethnic groups (Hispanic respondents [18.6%], non-Hispanic black
[black] respondents [15.1%]), self-reported unpaid caregivers for adults (30.7%), and essential
workers (21.7%) (https://www.cdc.gov/mmwr/volumes/69/wr/mm6932al.htm).

This is devastating news! Lord, have mercy!

It seems that isolation, loneliness, fear, and worry for others are taking their toll. The greatest
tragedy, of course, is when depression turns to despair and a person takes his or her life.

The lie of the devil is that no hope is coming and that the only way to end the pain and “make it
stop” is to take your life. Extensive counseling and treatment may be needed for people in despair. But
the Church offers the true hope of Jesus Christ and his abiding presence, and this Gospel is essential for
anyone who is despairing of life.

There isn’t a one of us who doesn’t have a touch of depression or anxiety at times. Christians are
not immune! We are afflicted like everyone else. So, if you are struggling, | urge you to reach out to
me or a member of the congregation or another fellow Christian. Together, we are the body of Christ!
If you can’t reason with your soul, like the Psalmist tried to do, then please let a brother or sister
encourage you with the Word of your God and Savior. Let a brother or sister remind you that nothing
“in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord” (Rom. 8:39).
We may not be able to see your internal suffering. All of us need to look for it in each other. But please
reach out if you are hurting. We are all broken and afflicted!

Salvation unto Us Has Come

Lutheran Service Book 555

(adapted from hymn study by Christopher I. Thomafound at
https://www.lcms.org/worship/hymn-of-the-day-studies)

Introduction

If you take a test and fail it because you didn’t
study, do you deserve an A? If you studied all
week and memorized all of the necessary
information and answered all of the questions
correctly on the test, do you deserve an A? These
are not difficult questions to answer because it is
natural for man to play by the rule which says
quite simply, “You get what you deserve.”

This hymn, like the Gospel theme it supports,
gets this rule a little mixed up. In fact, it turns it
around completely.

Exploring the Scriptures

In Matt. 20:1-16, Jesus makes it clear that God’s
fairness is different from the fairness of man. He
tells us that the reward of heaven is not based on
what we do; rather, God gives to us something
other than what we deserve.

Background

Paul Speratus (1484-1551), a colleague of
Luther and a significant contributor to the efforts
of the Reformation, fashioned this hymn from
the gut-wrenching threads of experience.
Speratus was an ordained preacher who was
expelled from several cities for his evangelical
preaching. He was excommunicated for
preaching salvation by grace through faith in
Jesus Christ and was eventually arrested,
imprisoned and condemned to death. He did
manage to escape his captors, and in this freedom
was used by the Lord to great ends.

Text

The language and tune of this hymn are borne
along with what is seemingly a sigh of blissful
relief. There is so much joy, it appears that
Speratus cannot stop writing stanzas, and so we
are given a hymn with ten stanzas of great
substance. Let’s consider a few of these stanzas.
Stanza 1 does a wonderful job of telling the
reader the purpose of the joyful hymn to follow.
Stanzas 2—4 drop us into the dirty reality of the
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Law’s requirement, our sinful condition, and our
helpless standing against it. Stanza 5 is a
significant turning point in the text of the hymn,
setting the stage for the Christian to sing the
remaining stanzas with confidence and certainty.
The remaining stanzas (6-10) reintroduce the
Church to familiar terms such as ransom,
baptism, law, gospel, peace, comfort, and
justification, etc. The hymn ends with a
Trinitarian conclusion.

In Closing

“Salvation unto Us Has Come” seeks to reveal a
right understanding of God’s Law, and it
refreshes and strengthens the sin-and guilt-
wearied heart with the Gospel. Ultimately, it
reveals that this Gospel message truly is
“foolishness” and a “stumbling block” as it flies
in the face of the human understanding that “you
get what you deserve.”

By Christ’s life, death and resurrection we are
spared from what we deserve. In fact, the
Innocent pays for the guilty, and the guilty are
declared free. By the power of the Holy Spirit
through the Gospel, faith and the merits of
Christ’s innocence are given to us. What a joyful
declaration of justification for the believing
heart, a heart now strengthened to cling to the
Lord and not to self.

Prayer

Lord God, heavenly Father, since we cannot
stand before You relying on anything we have
done, help us trust in Your abiding grace and live
according to Your Word; through Jesus Christ,
Your Son, our Lord, who lives and reigns with
You and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and
forever. Amen (Collect for Proper 20A).

Radio broadcast program: We praise the
Lord for using this program for the spread
of the gospel. Callers during the program
and responses received indicate that there
is a large audience from all over the
Kusasi region. By the grace of God as we
continue to train more leaders, every year
a new church will be opened.

Books for Ghana: Large quantities of the
following books have been received from
LHF and distributed among the various
language groups in Ghana: Kusaal
Luther’s Small Catechism With
Explanation, Kusaal Augsburg

Confession, Kusaal Jesus Never Fails,
Kusaal Christian Service Book, Bimoba
Luther’s Small Catechism Enchiridion,
English Jesus Never Fails and English A
Simple Explanation of Christianity.

Translation: Even though the pandemic
has slowed down most activities in the
church, a lot has been done in translation
in the six languages in Ghana. Ewe and
Fante have completed their Worship
books. Twi has completed the Child
Garden of Bible Stories and Kusaal is
finishing the translation of the Formula of
Concord.

Wedding: Esther Adaam and Francis
Akologo were joined as man and wife at a
short service on July.

Sign posts: The following churches have
sign posts directing people to the
community and location of the church:
Immanuel in Ziako, St. John’s in
Kpalugu, St. Luke in Bugzunde, St.
James in Teraug, Redeemer in
Naransaug, St. Paul in Bansakpanatenga.
The sign posts have become necessary
because from the radio broadcast
program, callers have been asking where
they can find the Lutheran Church. We
hope to have sign posts for every church.

Concordia Preparatory School: Like
every school in the country, students of
Concordia at not in school due to the
virus. We have tried to provide some notes
and home work to some of the classes.
After the homework is completed, they
send them to the teachers who grade and
give a new set of notes and assignment.
The students do not have computers so it
is quite a tedious task for the teachers.
The school is blessed to have teachers
who are willing to help the students. We
have some funds to provide salaries for
the teachers up to August. The school is
building additional classrooms as when
schools resume the students will move to
the next class.

Prague is a city filled with churches ... unfortu-
nately, empty churches. And, as you may
guess, there are plenty of crosses here. Stroll
through the heart of Prague, and you will see
magnificent edifices erected to the glory of
| Christ. And for most, on top of that building or
§ on its edifice is a cross of some sort. To miss
{7 the crosses here, one needs only to be blind.
But the problem is, that though the cross may
» be seen all over the heart of the city, it has not
~ reached into the hearts of most Praguers. Itis
&+ just a part of their past but not an active part
of their lives.

To be fair to Czechs, the cross, and the sacrifice that Christ made on it, is not a
natural part of sinful mankind’s thinking. St. Paul wrote, “For the word of the
cross is folly to those who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the
power of God” (1 Cor. 1:18 ESV.) Folly, that is what natural man thinks of the
cross. It is a sign of weakness and death. What sort of God would lower Him-
self to such a horrible thing?

The answer: Christ Jesus, the Lord! “/W]e preach Christ crucified, a stumbling
block to Jews and folly to Gentiles, but to those who are called, both Jews and
Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God” (1 Cor. 1:23-24 ESV.)
He has given Himself over to the shame of the cross, so that He might confer
upon us the honor of being the Father’s dearly loved children. Christ has
made that certain, through His death, burial, and resurrection. It is this truth
that He seeks to work in the hearts of all people across this globe.

Recently, I was on my way to do some Catechism instruction with a young
woman who desires to join with our congregation. I
took a little shortcut through a passageway where I
saw the graffito at the right. It was a simplistic draw-
ing. But in its simplicity, a great deal was confessed.
Pictured there is the salvation of the world. Pictured
there is the cross that so many do not see. Pictured
there is Divine love that seeks to gather the world to
itself. It is my prayer that the unknown artist truly be
a brother or sister in Christ. And if they are not, that
the art they drew may draw them, and others, to the
Divine love in Christ crucified for us!
