Daily Bread 
 

What is meant by daily bread?  Daily bread includes 

everything that has to do with the support and 

needs of the body, such as food, drink, clothing, 

shoes, house, home, land, animals, money, goods, 

a devout husband or wife, devout children, devout 

workers, devout and faithful rulers, good government, 

good weather, peace, health, self-control, 

good reputation, good friends, faithful neighbors, 

and the like (SC, Lord’s Prayer, 4th Pet.). 
 

 This November may be bringing daily bread into focus for us like no other month and year in 

recent history.  It’s true that we normally focus on “food” and “drink” and family (“devout” husband, 

wife, and children) and “good friends” in the month of the Thanksgiving holiday.  But this year, among 

other things, there is a national election with very different promises offered by the various candidates 

for every level of office.  Is not the need great for “devout and faithful rulers” and “good government”? 

 This year we have also been made aware of how fragile “peace” is with the terrible violence that 

has been perpetrated in our cities and the constant threats from foreign, totalitarian governments for 

which our military men and women have to stand the watch.  There is also tremendous persecution of 

Christians around the world.  We see the need for “self-control” in people protesting for equality and 

civil rights.  And we remember that, as Christians, we are called to pray for order, “for kings and all who 

are in high positions, that we may lead a peaceful and quiet life, godly and dignified in every way” (1 

Tim. 2:1-2). 

 For many, “good weather” has come into focus as it been a terrifying season of fires, tornadoes, 

and hurricanes.  Remember the tornadoes in early March! 

 Of all things, though, the pandemic has highlighted our needs for “house” (house payments), 

“money,” “goods” (including toilet paper!), and “health.”  We pray to God for a cure and hope that this 

month there is good news on a vaccine.  We pray that there are more treatments, that the virus 

attenuates, and that people are able to get their health screenings and therapies for other diseases and 

conditions.  We pray that the most vulnerable are protected and are also able to get back to work and 

visiting with family and friends. 

 Daily bread is very important.  God knows this!  He is the one who gives us our daily bread 

through the means that he establishes.  Our Lord Jesus is the one who has given us his prayer asking for 

daily bread, and the Father hears! 

 Of course, every interruption in daily bread is to draw us closer to our Lord God and to teach us, 

“Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that comes from the mouth of God” (Matt. 4:4).  

Our Lord also reminds us that the bread of life will never be taken from us.  Jesus said, “Do not labor for 

food that perishes, but for the food that endures to eternal life, which the Son of Man will give to you. . . 
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. I am the bread of life; whoever comes to me shall 

not hunger, and whoever believes in me shall 

never thirst” (Jn. 6:27, 35). 

 This November let us thank God for our 

daily bread, for everything that supports the needs 

of the body, and for the bread of life by which we 

live eternally.

For All the Saints 
Lutheran Service Book 544

Introduction  

“Saints alive!” someone exclaimed in surprise. 

Yes, indeed, saints alive. Saints alive here on 

earth; saints alive also in heaven. Certainly the 

people of God believe that saints are alive!  
 

All Saints’ Day, which falls on the first day of 

November, stirs up all kinds of thoughts, 

memories and ideas about saints. The Lutheran 

Service Book (LSB – our hymnal) includes two 

lists of saints. On page xi is a list of saints 

associated with the life of Christ and the time of 

the apostles, while the list of pages xii-xiii are 

saints who span the beginning of time up to 

recent history.  
 

Exploring the Scriptures  

Hebrews 12:1–3 is the chief Scripture upon 

which this hymn is based. The New Testament 

list of saints in Hebrews 11 is a list of saints who 

lived in a tension. That tension is described by 

the Latin phrase simul justus et peccator, 

simultaneously justified (saint) and sinner.  
 

Exploring the Hymn  

William Walsham How (1823–1897) was born 

into a solicitor’s family and grew up in the 

historic market town of Shrewsbury, England. 

He spent his years of ministry in rural areas and 

the impoverished East End of London. In such 

challenging places How became known as the 

“children’s bishop.” This title of endearment 

reflected his great love and attention shown to an 

often-overlooked group of God’s kingdom. His 

published works include sermons, poetic verse  

 

and a still used volume on Holy Communion. 

How’s most well-known work, is the hymn “For 

All the Saints.” Originally this hymn was eleven 

stanzas long, but the three stanzas which 

reflected the ancient Te Deum are traditionally 

omitted. The remaining eight stanzas of “For All 

the Saints” give to the worshiper a well- 

developed theology of both the Church 

Triumphant, which is comprised of the saints 

now gathered into heaven, and the Church 

Militant, the saints still fighting here on earth. 
 

Though at first glance this hymn seems to begin 

with the saints of God, careful observation shows 

the hymn writer rightly begins by addressing the 

first two stanzas to the Lord Jesus. Stanzas 3 and 

4 turn our focus from the saints who have gone 

before us to the saints here on earth and it is 

among the earthly saints that we are included. 

Stanza 5 speaks of the earthly fight of faith as 

“fierce” and “the warfare” as “long.” Stanzas 6–8 

draw our eyes to the same rest that began the 

hymn. The setting of the sun on the lives of those 

who have died in Jesus is contrasted with the 

rising of the dead, the resurrection to come, all 

following the “King of Glory.” Finally, in stanza 

8, the “countless host” of heaven are seen 

gathered around the Triune God. 
 

In Closing 

“Our churches teach that the history of saints 

may be set before us so that we may follow the 

example of their faith and good works, according 

to our calling. … [T]he Scriptures do not teach 

that we are to call on the saints or to ask the 

Collect For the fruits  
of the earth 

 

O Lord, Father Almighty, by Your Word 

You created and You continue to bless 

and uphold all things. We pray You so to 

reveal to us Your Word, our Lord Jesus 

Christ that, through His dwelling in our 

hearts, we may by Your grace be made 

ready to receive Your blessing on all the 

fruits of the earth and whatsoever 

pertains to our bodily need; through 

Jesus Christ, our Lord.

9:4).  
 

Greetings: Greetings from your brothers and 

sisters in Ghana especially from those in the 

Upper East Region. While some parts of the 

USA were suffering from fires, parts of the 

Upper East Region of Ghana were suffering from 

flooding  
 

Praise the Lord! The Lord has saved the lives of 

my family from malaria. For more than five 

years, none of us had suffered severely from 

malaria until this time. You see how tiny a 

mosquito is yet it can kill. This reminds us that 

no sin is ever small, every sin is our enemy 

which can kill us (send us to destruction).  
 

Baptism: Thirty four people were baptized at St. 

James Lutheran Church in Teraug after they had 

gone through the pre-baptism classes. They were 

examined to ensure they understand the Small 

Catechism- The Six Chief parts of the Christian 

teaching (which include, The Ten 

Commandment, The Apostles’ Creed, the Lord’s 

Prayer and the Sacraments). Among those who 

were examined were 7 boys whose parents are 

Muslims. I asked Michael the church’s lay leader 

to contact these boys' parents to seek their 

consent for their baptism. Unfortunately their 

parents were not in favor of their children being 

baptized. Before the baptism service, I explained 

to the seven boys that the church respects their 

parents and therefore would postpone their 

baptism until another time. I explained that 

baptism was important but not extremely 

necessary for a person to become a child of God. 

Once they believe that Jesus is their Lord and 

Savior and that they will continue to live as 

children of God, the Church recognizes them as 

members. They were not baptized, but they are 

members of the Church. We pray that these boys 

would be witnesses to their parents and that one 

day their parents would allow them to be 

baptized. We will continue to speak to their 

parents.

Leadership training: We praise the Lord as the 

number of men in the weekly leadership class 

has increased to 21. This means when the Lord 

allows it we can open 21 congregations. All these 

leaders travel from different locations to the 

training center and also travel at least twice a 

week to their churches. There is a need for means 

of transport because they suffer a lot on the road 

when riding their old bicycles. Speaking in 

tongues has been a topic we have discussed 

extensively because the young men who have 

Pentecostal background consider speaking in 

tongues more important than other gifts. In all we 

have encouraged our leaders to consider the gift 

of teaching and preaching the true Word as more 

important than speaking in tongues when there is 

no interpreter, and besides when it is confusing 

to most of the members.  
 

Radio broadcast program: The Lord is blessing 

this program as we continue to teach and preach 

the true Word of God on the local FM station. As 

we make follow up on those who call during or 

after the program, we are keeping a record and 

when we are able we shall begin Bible studies in 

those areas and eventually start churches. The 

Lord is blessing us with more young men who 

are being helped to lead congregations.  
 

Lutheran Heritage Foundation (LHF) Books 

for Ghana: The LHF continues to be a blessing 

to us. Their books are being distributed to 

churches and institutions. On September 11, 

2020, more than 200 copies of the A Simple 

Explanation of Christianity (Luther’s Small 

Catechism) were distributed in Kumasi.  
 

Fertilizer for Church Leaders: Ghana Harvest 

provided the fertilizer for the second application 

on crops. The crops (corn and millet) are very 

healthy and we pray for good harvest in late 

October/November.  
 

Ebenezer Chapel construction: Ebenezer 

Lutheran Church in Kpagogo is the only church 

among the first 10 congregations that has mud-

walled chapel. The congregation has been 

molding some cement blocks and gathered some 

sand and stones hoping to begin the construction 

of a permanent structure in November (dry 

season).  

 

Visit to Nsawora: More than two years ago an 

outreach post in Nsawora in southern Ghana 

among the Kusasi speaking people was begun. 

They were visited from time to time until the 

COVID-19 pandemic cut short our visits. Now 

the situation has improved and travel is 

permitted. The church has sent two lay leaders to 

visit the brethren in Nsawora. Pray that their visit 

becomes a blessing to the people and the Church.  
 

Concordia Preparatory School: The 

government has directed that Junior High 2 

should reopen on October 5. We thank and praise 

the Lord. The greatest need is textbooks for 

the students. Students in public schools are 

provided text books free but private schools like 

Concordia Preparatory School have to purchase 

their books. Another need is the completion of 

building two classrooms.  
 

Amputation of Armstrong’s leg and 

Ernestina’s hand: Armstrong Kuganaba a 

grown up man in St. John in Kpalugu has 

suffered from swollen leg for several years. To 

save his life the doctors amputated his leg. He is 

recuperating. Please pray for his wife Monica 

and family. Also young girl Ernestina of St. 

James in Teraug fell from a mango tree and 

broke her hand a year ago. After lots of treatment 

and surgery, it was decided that amputation was 

the best. Ernestina is 12 years old in the Junior 

High school. We pray that she heals up quickly 

so as to be able to return to church and continue 

her education when schools reopen.  
 

Michael Akparibo Swims to Church: There is 

a river between Tengnoog (Michael’s village) 

and St. James Lutheran Church in Teraug where 

Michael serves as the lay leader. In the rainy 

season and especially when it rains, the river is 

flooded and for Michael to ride his bicycle for 

more than ten miles to reach Teraug, he swims 

(short distance). It is very dangerous to swim 

across the river especially after heavy rainfall. 

Michael getting a motor cycle would be a great 

help as he will easily ride ten miles to Tearug 

and also about 20 miles to the leadership training 

center on Saturdays.  
 

Story: Concordia Preparatory School and other 

Lutheran school’s children are making impact on 
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their parents on their understanding of the Lord’s 

Prayer. A parent was very angry with her 

neighbor whose goats came to destroy her corn 

farm. She abused her neighbor and poured curses 

on her. Her ten year old daughter told her angry 

mother, saying, “Mom teacher said we should 

not be angry and insult people. We should 

forgive them when they do something bad 

against us.” She said the Lord’s Prayer and ended 

at “Forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those 

who trespass against us.” The following day, her 

mother went and apologized to her neighbor for 

using harsh and abusive words on her. She 

thanked her daughter’s teacher for teaching her 

daughter God’s Word.

These days 

they are only allowed to have 11 people in the 

building at one time! I learned that Jewish 

converts to Christianity will many times be 

rejected by their families who hold a funeral for 

the convert to demonstrate that they are dead to 

their family and community. We continue to 

pray that the Spirit open their eyes and hearts as 

Jesus did for his disciples on the road to 

Emmaus.   

Obviously, the best aspect of Fall is that we take 

time to give thanks to God from whom all 

blessings flow! I don’t have space to list all of the 

blessings we have in this life. We would like to 

highlight these prayers of thanksgiving. Deb and 

I appreciate your support for my work at the 

Seminary. We are so blessed! Thank you!  We 

also thank God that our son, Steven, returned 

safely to the States as his deployment for the Air 

Force finished up recently.

Workers Love and Respect 
 

We ask you brothers, to respect those who labor among 

you and are over you in the Lord and 

admonish you, and to esteem them very highly in love 

because of their work (1 Thessalonians 

5:12-13a). 
 

“There goes Pastor, skating in at the last minute 

again,” joked a member of the evangelism 

committee. I wasn’t there, but I can just imagine 

my husband’s neck get red as he tried to remain 

calm and respond to the ill-timed, less-than-

appropriate attempt at humor in a loving, pastoral 

manner. Little did the parishioner know that my 

husband had just stayed up until 3:00 in the 

morning the night before, was juggling work 

between two church campuses, had just come 

from two previous meetings (both of which had 

gone long), was trying to handle all the 

congregational responsibilities while the other 

pastor was gone for a week, and had just 

received a disappointing email from our son’s 

teacher just a few minutes before the meeting. 
 

Oftentimes, I get the impression that most people 

don’t really realize how a pastor (or other church 

workers) put their heart and soul into their work. 

A common joke is that pastors “only work two 

hours on Sunday,” because that’s when they are 

in front of the congregation, but let me assure 

you that pastors and church workers take sharing 

the Gospel very seriously. Saving souls is no 

laughing matter. Pastors see themselves as 

shepherds of their congregation, and they truly 

do not want any sheep to be lost and fall away 

from Jesus, the Good Shepherd. And like any 

service occupation, church workers have an 

emotional investment in those to whom they 

minister because they truly care. Such Christ-

centered empathy is powerful, yet also can be 

exhausting. 
 

More often than not, our family has been blessed 

by parishioners who make us smile, and some 

with whom we can truly let our hair down, relax, 

and laugh. We are grateful for those who bring 

over meals when they know it’s a busy week, or 

those who have shared a gift card to express 

appreciation, or those who just make our day as 

they recognize something we’ve done or when 

they say, “You know, you’re really good at what 

you do.” These caring individuals seem to realize 

what the apostle Paul meant when he said, We 

ask you brothers, to respect those who labor 

among you and are over you in the Lord and 

admonish you, and to esteem them very highly in 

love because of their work (1 Thessalonians 

5:12-13a). 
 

Because we live in a broken, sinful world (and 

we all are, indeed, sinners) we may say 

inconsiderate things to one another and often 

don’t realize how these words may hurt. We all 

are tempted to look at situations through our own 

perspective and not consider others’. Our culture 

feeds the selfish attitude that finds it more and 

more difficult to hear when we do something 

wrong or make a bad choice. 
 

Thankfully for us, Jesus humbled Himself and 

came to earth to be one of us. Jesus understands 

our feelings. As our sinless substitute, Jesus took 

all our sins, shame, and selfishness upon 

Himself. Through His sacrifice on the cross, we 

are forgiven and set free from those sinful 

tendencies that cloud our perspectives. 
 

That is why pastors and church workers continue 

to do what they do, day in and day out. They will 

continue to work diligently, knowing that their 

labor in the Lord is not in vain (1 Corinthians 

15:58), because they want all people to know 

Jesus, to be saved through faith in Him alone, 

and to experience the eternal joy, laughter, and 

happiness we will one day all share together in 

heaven.
