 With the Dobbs Supreme Court decision overturning Roe v. Wade in June of 2022, some have wondered 

if there will be, or needs to be, a March for Life in Washington D.C. this January.  Yes and yes.  The Dobbs 

decision turned the question of abortion over to state legislatures.  With a federal constitutional right to an 

abortion being rejected as bad law, now states have their authority restored to regulate or prohibit abortion.

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Respect for Marriage Act: 
Misnamed law threatens religious 
liberty

As we in the church have been keeping busy 
with our myriad daily vocations and tasks —
contemplating the Advent of Christ as a babe 
at Bethlehem, His continued coming to us in 
Word and Sacrament, and His return in glory 
— the U.S. Senate has passed, and the U.S. 
president has signed, the misnamed Respect 
for Marriage Act. This bill’s genesis is related 
to the U.S. Supreme Court’s decision this 
June on Dobbs v. Jackson, which overturned 
Roe v. Wade and caused incalculable alarm.  
 

Some suggest that if the Court could find 
reason to overturn a half century of legal 
precedent in Roe, a recent ruling like 
Obergefell v. Hodges, which codified same-
sex marriage on alleged constitutional 
grounds, could likewise face judicial extinction 
at the hands of the more conservative court. 
The bill was passed in the U.S. House of 
Representatives without debate. It faced a 
greater potential challenge in the Senate, but 
to overcome the hurdles, an amendment was 
proposed and passed to protect the religious 
freedoms of those who dissent (like The 
Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod [LCMS] 
and her agencies, schools and institutions). 
On Dec. 13, President Biden signed the bill 
into law. 
 

Critics — and I’m one of them — view the 
alleged protections as no more than window 
dressing and believe the bill will make our 
future more difficult, requiring more legal 
action for those claiming First Amendment 
rights (i.e., the free exercise of religion). 
Amendments that would have offered 
significant protections failed in the Senate. 
 

For the church, the chief issue at stake is not 
the troubling rapid drift of America away from 
Christianity or morality. The chief issue 
involves government and society on all levels 
defining what is moral or not for the church, 
and particularly for churchly institutions that 
interface with government. The Respect for 

Marriage Act will invite challenges to the 
nonprofit status of our2 faithful agencies of 
mercy and provide impetus for continued 
challenges to our schools and universities. 
This may even affect our congregations, 
since all of them have nonprofit status. This 
trend is already a concern for our military 
chaplains, whose First Amendment 
guarantees are being squeezed to the 
conscience-breaking point.  

 

The Gospel is at stake. Christ preached, “The 
kingdom of God is at hand; repent and 
believe in the gospel” (Mark 1:15). The 
apostles preached the same thing. Preaching 
repentance is integral to preaching the 
Gospel. We will not yield to any man, 
government, legal authority or human threat. 
We must preach the Law and call out sin for 
the sake of repentance. We must proclaim 
the Law and repentance in order to preach 
the blessed Gospel of free forgiveness sin 
Christ. The Law of God condemns us all, 
including those tempted to homosexual sin. 
And the Gospel is for all.  
 

This is not about “those” people getting “holy” 
like us! What Phariseeism we are often guilty 
of! Jesus said, “I have not come to call the 
righteous but sinners to repentance” (Luke 
5:32). I will preach as directed by the Word of 
God. The Gospel is at stake. Compassion 
and eternal life for all is in the balance. “Faith 
comes from hearing, and hearing through the 
word of Christ” (Rom. 10:17).  
 

Or do you not know that the unrighteous will 
not inherit the kingdom of God? Do not be 
deceived: neither the sexually immoral, nor 
idolaters, nor adulterers, nor men who 
practice homosexuality, nor thieves, nor the 
greedy, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor 
swindlers will inherit the kingdom of God. And 
such were some of you. But you were 
washed, you were sanctified, you were 
justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ 
and by the Spirit of our God. (1 Cor. 6:9–11) 
 

We live in the end times. It is an era of mass 
delusion and deception. Transgenderism has 
increased a thousandfold in recent years and 
is largely a social media-driven phenomenon, 
as I’ve pointed out previously. The depression 
and suicide rates of these young people are

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astronomical. Hermann Sasse wrote about 
lies in Germany —precisely in the church — 
in1936:  
 

The lie is the death of man, his temporal and 
his eternal death. The lie kills nations. 
Through their lies, the most powerful empires 
of the world were laid waste. History knows of 
no more unsettling spectacle than the 
judgment which comes to pass when the men 
of an advanced culture have rejected the 
truth, and are now swallowed up in a sea of 
lies. As was the case with fading pagan 
antiquity, where this happened, religion and 
law, poetry and philosophy, life in marriage 
and family, in the state and society, in short, 
one sphere of life after another, fell sacrifice 
to the power and curse of the lie.  
 

Where man can no longer bear the truth, he 
cannot live without the lie. Where man, even 
when dying, lies to himself and others, the 
terrible dissolution of his culture is held up as 
a glorious ascent, and decline is viewed as an 
advance, the like of which has never been 

experienced. If, according to the irrefutable 
testimony of history, this is the judgment of 
God on the lie, should God then not also 
punish the lie in His church? Truly He who is 
the Judge of all the world will do this! For the 
power of the lie extends even into the church. 
Since the days of the apostles there has been 
lying in the church as in the rest of the world. 
For people in the church too are and remain 
poor sinners until their death. (“Union and 
Confession,” The Lonely Way [St. Louis: 
Concordia Publishing House, 2002], 1:265) 

 

The world remains the world. Jesus said, “My 
kingdom is not of this world” (John 18:36). He 
also said, “Render to Caesar the things that 
are Caesar’s” (Mark 12:17). Christians are to 
be good citizens. Our participation in our 
communities as decent neighbors cannot be 
undervalued. But in many cases, we will have 
to make difficult choices, especially for our 
children when public schools intend to 
indoctrinate them to believe that Christians, 
even their own parents and grandparents, are 
bigots.  
 
 
 
 
 

What do we do?  
 

1. We shall pray and believe, “Lord, to whom 
shall we go? You have the words of 
eternal life” (John 6:68). Let’s hold to the 
sacred Scriptures no matter what. Jesus 
said, “It is written, ‘Man shall not live by 
bread alone’ ” (Luke 4:4). Jesus also said, 
“From the beginning [God] made them 
male and female” (Matt. 19:4). 
 

2. We shall realize we live in a post-
Constantinian period. The Roman 
Emperor Constantine converted to 
Christianity in A.D. 325. He brought great 
strength and blessings to both the church 
and the state. On the downside, in the 
Western world, the church and the state 
were radically mixed and confused. While 
the state was viewed throughout much of 
Western history as a “protector” of the 
church, most often government 
“protection” meant the demise of the 
Gospel. We Christians know this reality 
from the New Testament. “We must obey 
God rather than men” (Acts 5:29). 
 

3. We shall be people of compassion, after 
the model of our Savior, Jesus. We shall 
proclaim Christ in Law and Gospel — 
come what may — for the salvation of 
many. And we shall be compassionate to 
all. Government policies like the Respect 
for Marriage Act cause unending harm to 
marriage and family life and encourage 
lives at odds with both reason and the 
New Testament. Individuals are confused 
and hurt terribly. Christ saw the revulsion 
of the sinners, strangers, lost, hurt, lepers, 
sick and others, and He was drawn to 
them. We are witnesses of true love in the 
name of Jesus. 
 

4. We shall remember that we are sinners. 
Our minds and hearts are every bit as 
filled with sin and filth as any outward life 
we encounter. Our message is not, “Get 
holy and join us holy people!” Our 
message is, “Stop acting as though you 
were sinless. As Luther said, ‘Christ 
dwells only in sinners.’ Join us sinners. 
Repent and believe the Gospel.”

Greetings: Advent greetings from your brothers 
and sisters in Ghana. We have entered the dry 
season. Crops have been harvested. But 
harvested of souls continues as many people 
are still in darkness.  
 

Baptism: No baptism. More than 26 people are 
being prepared for baptism during the 
Christmas convention.  
 

Confirmation: 11 members were confirmed in 
St. Paul, Redeemer and Bethel.  
 

Leadership Training Class: Sermon outlines, 
study of the Apology of the Augsburg 
Confession, etc.  
 

Evangelism/Outreach: The team visited two 
areas: Boarin and Kaadi where a total of 103 
families were contacted.  
 

Radio broadcast programs: On Saturdays and 
Sundays listeners to MAXX FM and Source FM 
radio stations hear the true Word of God, Law 
and Gospel proclaimed. It is estimated that 
about 1,000 people regularly hear the Gospel. 
Please pray that the Holy Spirit touches their 
hearts.  
 

Concordia Preparatory School (CPS): By the 
grace of God the school is growing. The Drama 
group performed drama and poem on 
forgiveness. They talked about Nelson 
Mandella, Joseph in the Bible, and above all 
Jesus. The needs of the school include 
textbooks, furniture (table and chairs), more 
qualified teachers. When new prefects were to 
be elected, one of them in his manifesto said, 
when he is voted in as the senior prefect, he 
would ensure that the school gets a library. The 
Lord has blessed the school with almost all the 
classrooms needed.  
 

St. James Lutheran Church chapel 
construction: Members have already gathered 
sand and stones and with the provision of 
cement the floor would be fixed. 
 

Multi-Purpose Building Project for the Church: 
We thank God the framework for the 
multipurpose building has been fixed. By the 
grace of God we hope to have the roof fixed.  
Burials: Madam Naomi Ayariga of St. Mark 
Lutheran Church in Banstengdaanteng died 
after some illness.  
 

Thanksgiving and Prayer Needs:  
1. Praise the Lord for the support Ghana 
Harvest provides for the weekly radio program, 
evangelism, leadership training, etc.  
 

2. We praise the Lord for the work of Lutheran 
Heritage Foundation. There is on-going printing 
of Kusaal and Konkomba A Child’s Garden of 
Bible Stories in Ghana.  
 

3. We pray to receive assistance to purchase 
cement and hire a concrete mixer to floor St. 
James chapel in Teraug.  
 

4. Pray that Concordia Preparatory gets funds 
to purchase more textbooks for the students.  
 

5. Pray for Concordia Preparatory School to get 
funds to purchase tables and chairs for the 
students.  
 

6. Pray for support for the roofing of the multi-
purpose building at St. John’s Lutheran Church.  
 

7. We praise the Lord for the peace that now 
prevails in the Bawku area.

Not quite a year ago, a friend sent me an 

article about a Black 

military troop that 

served in World War 

II. The U.S. Army, 

6888th Central Postal 

Directory Battalion, 

was the only all-Black Women’s Army Corps 

(WAC) unit to serve overseas during World 

War II.  

After reading the article and comparing it to 

documents I had about my mother’s military 

service, I was thrilled to learn this article was 

about my mother and the other 855 Black 

women that served. 

The excitement didn’t stop there because I 

soon was connected with many of the 

descendants. We began to meet virtually as 

we are over the country and have formed a 

bond based on our mutual legacy. 

In March 2022, we were pleased to learn that 

the “Six Triple Eight” 

would receive a 

Congressional Gold 

Medal that passed the 

U.S. Senate on April 

2021 and the U.S. 

House of 

Representatives on 

February 2022 and 

signed by President 

Joseph Biden on March 

14, 2022. That made it official. 

The 6888
th
 is the only women’s 

military unit to receive the nation’s highest 

civilian honor, the Congressional Gold Medal. 

Since 1776, less than 200 Congressional Gold 

Medals have been awarded. General George 

Washington was the first recipient. 

This award is 

historic because 

they were tasked 

with sorting an 

average of 5.85 

million parcels per 

month. The Army 

initially gave the 

6888
th
 six months 

to clear several 

warehouses filled 

with returned mail 

and packages. The 

women 

accomplished their 

mission in only 

three months by working around the clock in 

three eight-hour shifts, including weekends.  

Through their dedicated service in the face of 

discrimination, members of the 6888
th
 

challenged barriers of both race and gender. 

The unit forever changed the U.S. military, 

helping better reflect the country’s diverse 

population.  

The celebration was held on June 

15, 2022, at the Military Women 

Memorial Arlington National 

Cemetery, Arlington, Virginia. It 

was an honor to attend and meet 

fellow descendants who traveled 

from different parts of the country. 

Dignitaries representing legislators, 

Veterans Affairs, Brigadier Generals, 

a Film Producer, and others made 

remarks. Lunch followed, then a tour, 

and ended with fellowship. During the event, 

pictures of the women revolved on a reel-to-

reel. It was exciting to point to our mothers 

and share that with the other women.  

Son of Col. Charity 

Adams Early (she was 

the Battalion leader). 

Denise in Arlington 
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Sadly, only 6 of the women live, and travel is 

too difficult for them. Events and recognitions 

take place in their cities with the fanfare they 

deserve.  

   Lastly, Blair 

Underwood, actor 

and executive 

producer is working 

on the 6888
th
 

Musical.

The Epiphany of Our Lord

Isaiah 60:1–6; Psalm 72:1-11 (12-15); Ephesians 3:1–12; Matthew 2:1–12 
 

The Lord God Is Manifested in the Incarnate Son 

The Feast of the Epiphany centers in the visit of the Magi from the East. In that respect, it is a “Thirteenth Day” of 

Christmas, and yet it also marks the beginning of a new liturgical season. Where Christmas has focused on the 

incarnation of our Lord, that is, on God becoming flesh, the Season of Epiphany emphasizes the manifestation or 

self-revelation of God in that same flesh of Christ. For the Lord Himself has entered our darkness and rises upon 

us with the brightness of His true light (Is. 60:1–2). He does so chiefly by His Word of the Gospel, which He 

causes to be preached within His Church on earth, not only to the Jews but also to Gentiles (Eph. 3:8–10). As the 

Magi were guided by the promises of Holy Scripture to find and worship the Christ Child with His mother in the 

house (Matt. 2:5–11), so does He call disciples from all nations by the preaching of His Word to find and worship 

Him within His Church (Is. 60:3–6).

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MEDITATION IV. THE 
NAME OF JESUS. 
What can be sweeter than the Name of Jesus! 
 

O Blessed Jesus, be Thou indeed a Jesus to me; 
for Thy holy name’s sake have compassion upon 
me! My life condemns me, but the name of 
Jesus will save me. For Thy name’s sake deal 
with me according to Thy name; and since Thou 
art a true and great Saviour, Thou wilt surely 
regard with mercy those who are real and great 
sinners. Have mercy upon me, O blessed Jesus, 
in the day of mercy, so as not to condemn me in 
the day of judgment. If Thou wilt receive me 
within the bosom of Thy compassion Thou wilt 
not on my account be the more straitened; if 
Thou wilt bestow upon me some crumbs of Thy 
goodness Thou wilt not, on that account, be the 
poorer. For me Thou art born (Is. ix. 6), for me 
Thou art circumcised, to me also Thou art 
Jesus. How sweet and delightful is the name of 
Jesus! For what is Jesus but Saviour? And what 
real harm can befall the saved? What beyond 
salvation can we either seek or expect? Receive 
me, O Lord Jesus, into the number of Thy 
children, so that with them I may praise Thy 
holy and saving name. If through my sin I have 
lost my original innocence, have I deprived 
Thee of Thy mercy? If I have miserably 
destroyed and condemned myself, yet canst 
Thou not compassionately save me? 
 

Do not so regard my sins, O Lord, as to forget 
Thine own mercy. Do not so weigh and measure 
my offences that they may out-weigh Thy merit. 
Do not so consider my evil as to overlook Thine 
own good. Remember not wrath against a 
culprit, but be mindful of Thy mercy towards a 
miserable sinner. Wilt .not Thou, O Christ, who 
hast given me a desire for Thee, fulfill my 
longing desire? Wilt Thou, who hast shown me 
my unworthiness and just condemnation, 
conceal from me Thy merit and the promise of 
eternal life? Before a heavenly tribunal my 
cause must be tried, but it comforts me that in 
the heavenly court the name of Saviour has 
been given Thee; for that blessed name was 
brought from heaven by the angel (Luke ii. 21). 
O most merciful Jesus, to whom wilt Thou be a 
Jesus, if not to wretched sinners seeking grace 
and salvation? 
 

Those who trust in their own righteousness and 
holiness seek salvation in themselves, but I, 
who find in me nothing worthy of eternal life, 
flee to Thee as my Saviour. Save me, for I am 
condemned; have mercy upon me, for I am a 

sinner; justify me, for I am unrighteous; acquit 
me, for I am under accusation of sin. Thou, 0 
Lord, art the Truth (John xiv. 6); Thy name is 
holy and true; therefore let Thy name be true in 
respect to me; be Thou my Jesus and my 
Saviour! Be Thou my Jesus in the present life; 
be Thou my Jesus in death; be Thou my Jesus 
in the last judgment; be Thou my Jesus in 
eternal life. And assuredly Thou wilt be, 0 
blessed Jesus; because as Thou art 
unchangeable in essence so wilt Thou be in 
mercy. Thy name will not be changed, O Lord 
Jesus, on account of one miserable sinner like 
me. Nay, but Thou wilt be a Saviour even to me, 
for Thou wilt not cast out any one that cometh 
unto Thee. Thou hast given me the desire to 
come to Thee, and surely Thou wilt receive me 
when I do come, for Thy words are truth and 
life (John vi. 63). 
 

What if the propagation of original sin in me 
condemns me, yet Thou art my Jesus. What if 
my conception in sin condemns me, still Thou 
art my Jesus. What if my creation in sin and 
under the curse condemns me, nevertheless 
Thou art my Saviour. What if my corrupted 
birth condemns me, yet art Thou my Salvation. 
What if the sins of my youth condemn me, still 
art Thou my Jesus. What if the course of my 
whole life, defiled with most grevious sin, 
condemns me, yet Thou remainest still my 
Jesus! What if the penalty of death to be 
inflicted upon me for my sins and various 
transgressions condemns me, yet art Thou still 
my Saviour! What if the awful sentence of the 
last judgment rise up against me, yet will I trust 
Thee, and fly to Thee as my Jesus, my Saviour! 
 

I am sinful, reprobate, condemned; but in Thy 
holy name there is righteousness, election, 
salvation; but in Thy name was I baptized; in 
Thy name do I believe; in Thy name will I die; 
in Thy name will I rise again, and in Thy blessed 
name will I appear at the judgment. In Thy 
name every conceivable good is provided for my 
soul, and stored up in reserve as a sacred 
treasury. Alas! how much of this good have I 
lost by my own distrust; and blessed Jesus, I 
fervently pray that Thou wilt graciously remove 
this distrust far from me, so that I, whom Thou 
dost so mercifully desire to save by Thy precious 
merit and life-giving name, may not condemn 
myself through mine own fault and unbelief.
