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Jesus our Prophet,
Priest, and King

In the Small Catechism Explanation the question is asked, “For what threefold office was Christ
anointed?” The answer is then given: “Christ was anointed to be our Prophet, Priest, and King.”

In the Old Testament those who were anointed for service in the nation of Israel were prophets, priests,
and kings. Moses was instructed to consecrate Aaron as priest with these instructions: “You shall take the
anointing oil and pour it on his head and anoint him” (Ex. 29:7). The Lord instructed Elijah, “Jehu the son of
Nimshi you shall anoint to be king over Israel, and Elisha the son of Shaphat of Abel-meholah you shall anoint
to be prophet in your place” (1 Kings 19:16).

Whereas the Old Testament prophets, priests, and kings were not perfect in their keeping of the moral
law and their offices were limited, Jesus was anointed to be the perfect and true Prophet, Priest, and King, and
his threefold office was without limit. As it says in Hebrews about the Son of God, “God, your God, has
anointed you with the oil of gladness beyond your companions” (Heb. 1:9). The Lutheran theologian Edward
Koehler writes, “[Christ’s] office was not limited as was the office of the prophets, priests, and kings of old,
who were but shadows and types of the future Messiah; Christ was anointed to be our real Prophet, Priest, and
King” (A Summary of Christian Doctrine, p. 83).

In the Gospels, our Lord Christ is fully aware of his role to fill up what was lacking in the Old
Testament nation and people’s keeping of the covenant. Koehler writes, “Christ Himself says: ‘The Spirit of
the Lord is upon Me, because He hath anointed Me to preach the Gospel to the poor” (Luke 4:18) [Prophet!];
“the Son of Man came . . . to give His life as a ransom for many” (Matt. 20:28) [Priest!]; “thou sayest that I am
a King” (John 18:37) [King!] (p. 107).

Ash Wednesday begins the observance of
Lent. The placing of ashes on the forehead is a
sign of penitence and a reminder of human
mortality. The Sundays during this season are not
“of Lent” but “in Lent.” Thus the Sundays retain an
Easter tone and may be less solemn than the
midweek services that congregations typically
offer. The observances of Lent are concrete
reminders of the greater solemnity of this season,
yet Lutherans emphasize the Gospel of Christ as

central even to this penitential season.
(Treasury of Daily Prayer, CPH 2008, p.10)




In our midweek Lenten services we will be exploring the various Old Testament “types” of prophets,
priests, and kings, and the perfection in Christ. However, we will cover them in this order: King, Prophet,
Priest.

A Statement Prepared by the
Praesidium of the
Wyoming District LCMS
For Her Pastors and Congregations
December 5, 2022

God created man as male and female and
instituted marriage as the lifelong conjugal
union of one man and one woman. By this
design for mankind God continues to create
the fruit of children, gives companionship in
marriage and family, and provides help
against lustful desires. God gave marriage to
be the fountainhead of goods that He intends
for all children and adults, for all communities,
and for all churches.

These truths about marriage are not private
religious opinions. The Biblical teachings on
marriage are taught by nature itself. They have
no particular traditional, national, ethnic, or
cultural character to them. They are universal
truths. They apply to all people of all places
and all times. They are the foundation and
source of all just civil laws for marriage and
family. Every legitimate government is bound
by God to promote and defend them.

H.R. 8404, “An Act to repeal the Defense of
Marriage Act,” rejects this foundation for just
and good laws. It proposes to repeal “the Laws
of Nature and of Nature’s God,” to replace
God with government and His laws with
unnatural laws. It requires that lies about
man’s nature and about marriage be
established with favored legal status.

All legislators who voted for H.R. 8404 have
publicly repudiated the works and will of the
one true God. By this legislative action they
have established a favored, secular religion
which is openly set against the Holy Triune

God. They have rejected God as the only
source of just laws, that is, of justice, goodness,
beauty, and every civil good. Legislators who
claim that Christian doctrine permits or even
requires the passage of H.R. 8404 have
compounded a sinful vote with a false
confession.

The governmental establishment of an
unnatural, unbiblical definition of marriage
does not obligate Christians to give it any faith
or credence. Christian love does not permit us
to live a lie. All Christians are called to confess
the truth of marriage even if this law brings
down civil and financial penalties on them.
“We must obey God rather than men.” By
upholding the lifelong, conjugal union of one
man and one woman we defend God’s plan for
protecting people from the loneliness, pain,
and other evils that follow from the destruction
of the family.

God the Father sent His Son to be born of a
woman within a marriage, to be born under
His eternal law. By His crucifixion and
resurrection He obtained eternal redemption
and life for all. The Church rejoices with every
Christian that Jesus offers this redemption and
this healing as an answer to all evil, loneliness,
and pain. We bring the good news to every
sinner that Jesus invites you into the true
family of God through faith in Him.

We acknowledge that the passage of H.R. 8404
will give the enemies of Christ the legal means
to afflict faithful Christians and churches with
many evils. Yet by God’s grace in Christ we
will continue to proclaim God’s truth, live
according to God’s Word, love all our
neighbors as God teaches, and bear the malice
of others with fortitude. For we have a never-
ending source of comfort and hope in God our



Savior. God teaches us to strengthen one
another’s hearts to have hope “through the
endurance and through the encouragement of
the Scriptures” (Romans 15:5). Jesus Himself
bids us “rejoice and be exceeding glad” when
we are persecuted for the truth of Christ
(Matthew 5:12). And He says, “When these
things begin to take place, straighten up and
raise your heads, because your redemption is
drawing near” (Luke 21:28). God grant us
peaceful hearts, cheerful minds, and bold
courage to speak and live according to His
Word.

Greetings: Greetings from your brothers and sisters
in the Upper East Region, Ghana. We give thanks to
the Lord for all the blessings bestowed upon us.
Despite tribal conflict in the area which has led to
several deaths and destruction of property, the Lord
has protected us and the proclamation of the gospel
to groups, individuals and through the weekly radio
programs continues.

Christmas Convention: The Christmas Convention
was held from December 29 to January 1, 2023 at
Concordia Preparatory School. Even though
attendance was expected to low, it has been one of
the best conventions organized. Bible studies, Prayer
sessions, display by various women and youth
groups, and reports from various sectors and leaders

were well prepared, presented and received with

Confirmation: During the convention, 32 people from
various congregations were confirmed. Joining other
Lutherans they receive the true body and blood of
Christ in the Lord’s Supper.

Lutheran Heritage Foundation printed
two books: Lutheran Heritage
Foundation (LHF) has printed the
Kusaal version of the A Child’s Garden
of Bible Stories (ACG). They books were
dedicated distributed and introduced
to Kusaal readers at the Christmas Convention. More
than six hundred people received copies of the book.
We all say, “LHF God bless You.” Another book the
Konkomba version of the A Child’s Garden of Bible
Stories is being printed. The printing would be
completed by January 6, then dedicated and
distributed to the Konkomba readers at Ghintiri. The
Konkomba Augsburg Confession has reached
Konkomba readers in southern Ghana (Ejura).

Pastors and Seminarians: The Lord has blessed us
with four pastors, two evangelists and several lay
leaders who serve the thirteen (13) congregations in
the Upper East Region of Ghana. Currently, there are
two students being trained and formed in the
seminary in Accra. They would graduate in May and
will come to join the team. They Lord is adding more
servants to the vineyard. We hope to send two young
men to the seminary when the two have graduated.

Leadership training: Every Saturday this class meets.
The class has helped the lay leaders to be able to use
sermon outlines prepared for them to preach the
Word of God (Law and Gospel) to their
congregations. They are able to lead worship
services, teach Bible class and also carry out effective
visitations.

Evangelism/Outreach: The church has area
evangelism group as well as individual congregation’s
evangelism team. Once a month it is expected that at
least one of the teams perform house-to-house
evangelism in the community or area where many
people are not Christians.

Garden of Bible Stories
was given to more than 600 attendees.

Radio Broadcast program: The Church is blessed to
have two FM radio stations where the Word is
preached and discussed on Saturdays and Sundays.
The feedback received through phone calls and
personal visits confirms that we preach the true
Word of God as compared to others who preach
mostly law and prosperity.

Women Fellowship: More than half of the Church’s
membership is women. They are involved several
activities such as Bible studies, visitations and goat
keeping. In their report during the Christmas
Convention, their president made a passionate
appeal for goats for widows who have no source of
income generation.

Youth Fellowship: The youth form a bit less than half
of the church’s membership. Like the women
fellowship, the youth have similar activities. The adult
male population is very low but by the grace of God
the number has increased by at least 20 men who
joined the church in 2022.

Concordia Preparatory School (CPS): We thank God
for establishing Concordia Preparatory School. The
school has supported in the planning and
organization of the convention by providing free
water, electricity, accommodation etc. to all the
members who attended the convention. Having
helped in the running of CPS, you have become a
partner in the mission and ministry of the Church in
the Upper East. The school reopens on January 10,
2023. The enrollment is nearly 1, 100. More
admissions would be made when school reopens. The
Christian Education period is effective as every
student has to learn the six chief parts of the
Christian doctrine and apply it. The school’s major
challenge is the acquisition of textbooks for all
students.

Campus Ministry: Because of the tribal conflict, and
the danger of travelling to the college, campus
ministry at Gbewaa Training College has been
suspended. We pray the situation becomes calm and



that the curfew imposed is lifted and ban on riding of
motor cycles is also lifted.

Prison Ministry: By the grace of God, we hope to
start Prison ministry in Bawku prison when the tribal
conflict is overcome.

Multi-Purpose Building Project: There is progress in
the construction of the Multipurpose Building at St.
John’s Lutheran Church property in Kpalugu in the
Binduri District. By the grace of God the two story
building has been roofed. Very soon there is going to
be railings for the windows fixed. Our next stage is
the plastering of the building and fixing of doors and
windows. This building when completed will serve as
the training center for all activities, which include
leadership training, women and youth training
center, church conference center, translation office,
offices for regional church officers (regional pastor,
regional women’s president, regional youth
president, etc.).

Chapel Building Project: We are grateful to the Lord
for using you, especially Ghana Harvest to assist us in
building permanent chapel for our congregations. So
far, twelve of the churches have permanent cement
block buildings. Only one congregation, Grace
Lutheran Church in Tengnoog (Narang No.2) is the
only congregation that is housed in a mud-wall. By
the grace of God, cement flooring for St. James
chapel is going to be carried out soon as Ghana
Harvest has provided funds to purchase the needed
items.

Goat Project: The Church has in the past received
goats and distributed to needy widows. Even though
some of the goats died later, several of them gave an
offspring to other widows. The women’s leader has
made a request for more goats so that widows who
have no source of income generation could be
assisted.

Water Project: Ghana Harvest in the past together
with some congregations had provided good water
wells for several communities. With age some of the
wells have dried up. It has also been reported that
because these wells are not deep enough, the water
sometimes is not very good for consumption. Our
new approach is to request for boreholes.
Communities are willing to contribute nearly half the
cost of drilling a borehole for them.

Fertilizer Project: This year even though many
farmers did not get very good harvest of crops,
leaders in the churches who were supplied with
fertilizers by Ghana Harvest confirmed that they had
very good harvest. Praise the Lord.

Thanksgiving and Prayer Needs:

1. We praise the Lord for the dedication and
distribution of Kusaal A Child’s Garden of Bible Stories
(ACG).

2. We praise the Lord for the support Ghana Harvest
for the weekly radio program, chapel buildings,
fertilizers for lay leaders, goat project, leadership
training, wells project, etc.

3. Pray for the weekly leadership training class that
meets on Saturdays.

4. Pray for the construction of additional classrooms
for Concordia Preparatory School.

5. Pray that Concordia Preparatory gets more
textbooks for the students.

6. We praise the Lord for the support given by
LeadaChild to enhance Christian Education at CPS and
other schools in northern Ghana.

7. We praise the Lord for the support received from
individuals that enabled us to have the multipurpose
building roofed.

8. Pray for more support for the construction of the
multi-purpose building for the church (plastering,
fixing doors and windows, electrical work, etc. The
church is growing and the need for such a building is
important.

9. Pray for support to purchase goats for needy
widows.

10. Pray for support to assist areas that are mobilizing
funds to have boreholes in their areas.

11. We thank and praise the Lord for your active
participation and support in the Ghana mission and
ministry with your prayers, encouragement and
monetary gifts.

MEDITATION 1. TRUE
CONFESSION OF SIN.
An Acknowledgment of a Fault Heals It.

O Holy God (Lev. xi. 45), Thou just Judge (Ps.
Vvii. 12), my sins are

ever before Thine eyes, and present to Thy
thought. Every hour do I think of death, for
every hour death threatens me. Every day do I
think of the judgment (2 Cor. v. 10), because
for every day I must give an account at the Day
of Judgment. I examine my life, and lo! it is
altogether vain and wicked. Vain and
unprofitable are many of my actions; vainer
still are very many of my words; whilst full of
vanity are the most of my thoughts. Nor is my
life only vanity; it is also unholy and wicked;
nothing good do I find in it. Even if I should
find in it anything apparently good, yet it is not
really good and perfect, because tainted with
original sin and a corrupt nature. The godly
Job said (Job ix. 28): “I am afraid of all my
works;” and if so pious a saint thus complains,
what must I, a miserable sinner, say of myself?
“All our righteousnesses are as filthy rags” (Is.
Ixiv. 6). If such be our righteousness, what then
will be our unrighteousness? “When ye shall
have done,” said the Saviour (Luke xvii. 10),
“all those things which are commanded you,
say, We are unprofitable servants.” If we are
unprofitable when we obey, surely we shall be
abominable when we transgress, His
commands. If I owe Thee, O holy God, myself
and all I can do, when I commit no sin, what
can I possibly render Thee when I sin? Our
righteousness, however excellent it seems to us,
compared with Thine, is naught but
unrighteousness. A lamp that gleams in the
darkness is obscured in the light of the sun.
Often a stick is supposed to be straight, until
compared with a rule, its crookedness appears.
Frequently the impression of a seal appears
perfect to the ordinary beholder, whilst the
eyes of the artificer will discover many defects.
And thus often a deed that glows in the opinion
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of the doer, appears mean in the thought of the

Judge; for the judgments of men are one thing,
the judgments of God another. The
remembrance of my many sins terrifies me; but
oh! How many more escape my memory! “Who
can understand his errors? Cleanse Thou me
from secret faults” (Ps. xix. 12), O Lord. To
heaven I dare not lift up my eyes (Luke viii. 13),
because I have offended Him who dwelleth in
the heavens. Nor can I find any refuge upon
earth. For how dare I hope for any favor from
the creature, since I have offended the Lord of
all creatures? My adversary, the devil, accuses
me (Rev. xii. 10): “Thou righteous Judge,” says
he to God, “adjudge him mine on account of his
sin, who would not be Thine through the offer
of Thy grace; Thine he is by nature, mine by his
wilful delight in sin; Thine he is through Thy
passion, mine through my persuasion;
disobedient to Thee, he has been obedient to
me; from Thee he received the robe of
immortality and innocence, from me he has
received these tattered garments of
unrighteousness; Thy robe he has lost, in mine
he comes to Thee. Adjudge him then to be
mine, and condemn him to share my eternal
damnation.”

All the elements rise in judgment against me.
The heavens cry out, “I have comforted thee
with light.” The air exclaims, “I have given thee
every variety of birds for thy pleasure.” The
water says, “I have given thee every kind of fish
for thy sustenance.” The earth declares, “I have
supplied thee with bread and wine for thy
nourishment. Yet hast thou abused all these
things, and hast brought our common Creator
into contempt; let all our blessings therefore be
turned into instruments to torture thee!” The
fire cries out, “Let him be burnt in me!” The
water says, “Let him be drowned in me.” The
air calls out, “Let him be tossed and driven by
my tempests.” The earth exclaims, “Let him be
swallowed up by me.” The fire again says, “Let
my flames devour him.”



The holy angels, whom God hath given to be
my ministering spirits and my companions in
the future life, accuse me also; and, alas! by my
sins I have deprived myself of their holy
ministry in this life and of the blessed hope of
their fellowship in the life that is to come. The
very voice of God, the divine law, is also my
accuser: that law I must either keep, or perish;
but for me to fulfill that law is plainly
impossible, and the thought of perishing is
absolutely intolerable. And God, the inflexible
Judge, the almighty executor of His own
external law, accuses me; Him I cannot
deceive, for He is wisdom itself; from Him I
cannot flee, for everywhere His power reigneth.
Whither, then, shall I flee (Ps. cxxxix. 7)? To
Thee, O blessed Christ, my only Redeemer and
Saviour, do I fly for refuge. Great indeed are my
sins; but greater far is the satisfaction Thou
hast made for them; great is my
unrighteousness, but greater far is Thy
righteousness. I admit my sin, oh, do Thou
graciously remit its penalty. I reveal it, do Thou
mercifully conceal it. I penitently uncover it, do
Thou graciously hide it. In me there is nothing
but sin that deserves Thy condemnation; in
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Thee there is nothing but grace, that affords me

a blessed hope of salvation. I have committed
many sins for which I could be most justly
condemned; but Thou hast omitted nothing,
that Thou mightest most graciously save me. I

hear a voice in Canticles ([[ii. 14 (Song of

Songs 2:14)]11), which bids me, hide in the
clefts of the rock. Thou art the immovable rock
(1 Cor. x. 4), and Thy wounds its clefts; in them
I will hide me against the accusations of the
whole world. My sins cry aloud to heaven for
vengeance; but still more strongly cries out Thy
blood shed for my sins (Heb. xii. 24). My sins
mightily accuse me before God; but Thy
passion is mightier for my defense. My
dreadfully wicked life clamors for my
condemnation; but Thy holy and righteous life
pleads more powerfully still for my salvation. I
appeal from the throne of Thy justice to the
throne of Thy mercy; nor do I desire to come
before Thy judgment bar, unless Thy most holy
merit interpose between me and Thy judgment.
