Historical Lenten  

Gospel Readings 
  

In this season of repentance when we are directed to spend more time the Word, the use of a lectionary 

is most helpful.  A lectionary is a “book containing Scripture readings as lessons for the church year” (Lutheran 

Cyclopedia, CPH, p. 465).  According to the history, “The earliest Latin lectionary has been ascribed to Jerome 

but is probably of later origin; Gallican lectionaries are dated as early as the 5th or 6th centuries; Greek 

lectionaries are traced at least to the 6th centuries” (Lutheran Cyclopedia, CPH, p. 465).  Thus, lectionaries have 

a very long record in the Western Church, and have been used throughout the entire existence of the Lutheran 

Church. 

In our hymnal, Lutheran Service Book, there is the more ancient one-year lectionary and the newer 

three-year lectionary.  We are currently using the three-year lectionary.  The readings repeat every three years 

rather than every year.  A wider sampling of Scripture is offered in the three-year lectionary, though the one-

year lectionary has the benefit of repetition for learning. 

Being of human design, lectionaries have been changed and tweaked by the Church through the 

centuries.  A current a project called the Lutheran Missal has yielded a lectionary with much to offer especially 

during the extra days of devotion in Lent and other seasons.  The following is included in the introduction of 

this work: 

 

What you find before you in this booklet is the result of thousands of hours of research, of many willing 

and eager volunteers squinting at dozens of sometimes nearly illegible manuscripts, of still others 

sorting through myriad variations in spelling and word order to match these texts together and locate 

their references, and yet more hours of meeting to discuss discrepancies in the beginning or ending of 

pericopes, to compare ancient, medieval, and Lutheran sources, and to weigh which Prophecies are best 

suited for each Sunday of the year. 

 

The result of all of this work is a lectionary that is truly and thoroughly catholic—encompassing not 

only fifteen or more centuries of the life of the Church, but the use of the people of God across many 

countries and languages. You will find within these pages the selections from Holy Scripture that 

sustained the Western Church for the vast majority of her history, a series of readings that has been a 

constant from the fall of the Roman Empire until the advent of television, one that was preached on by 

St. Gregory the Great, St. Francis of Assisi, Martin Luther, and by any number of ordinary, unknown 

clergy just this week. Through all of these years, the lectionary has grown and changed, and will 

undoubtedly continue to do so.  

 

 For our midweek Lenten services we will use the appointed Wednesday Gospel readings from the 

Lutheran Missal lectionary.  May we delight in hearing the good news as the faithful have done for centuries.

Lent 

Begins on Ash Wednesday. 

Ends with midday prayer on Holy Saturday. 
 

The resurrection of Jesus is our great 

salvation. To prepare to celebrate the Feast of 

the Resurrection (Easter), the Church sets 

aside a preparation. In AD 325, the Council of 

Nicaea recorded the first reference to the 

specific number of days for Lent: forty. This 

forty-day preparation was first prescribed for 

baptismal candidates and became known as 

Lent (from the Old English word for 

“sprint”). During this period, the candidates 

were examined in preparation for Baptism at 

the Easter (or Paschal) Vigil. Later, these 

forty days were associated with Jesus’ forty 

days in the desert prior to His temptation 

(Matthew 4) and with the forty years the 

children of Israel spent in the wilderness 

(Numbers 14:34) and became a period of 

preparation for every Christian. 
 

Ash Wednesday begins the observance of 

Lent. The placing of ashes on the forehead is 

a sign of penitence and a reminder of human 

mortality. The Sundays during this season are 

not “of Lent” but “in Lent.” Thus the Sundays 

retain an Easter tone and may be less solemn 

than the midweek services that congregations 

typically offer. The observances of Lent are 

concrete reminders of the greater solemnity of 

this season, yet Lutherans emphasize the 

Gospel of Christ as central even to this 

penitential season.

Dr. Jan Lohmeyer has taught Apologetics at churches and schools for 20 years. He has 

also worked for Concordia University – Texas as an Adjunct Professor in Education and 

English. He served on the Catechism Review Committee for the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod. He has 

taught at every level in the Education system and has been a principal of 3 schools. He was commissioned by 

the LC-MS to write the History of Lutheran Education in the LC-MS which was published in 2012. He has 

written the book The Unaware Church, which explains how to teach Apologetics in the church and school. He 

has written numerous articles for a variety of journals, magazines and newspapers. He was commissioned by 

Concordia Publishing House to write a video series for teaching Apologetics in the Lutheran church. This video 

series was filmed in February of 2019. He is married to Rhonda Bolin Lohmeyer, a professional 

musician/songwriter, and they have three sons. He presently serves as a member of the LC-MS Board of 

Directors.
