The Gospel in Genesis 
 

 In addition to the Bible being divided into the Old and New Testaments, there are two great doctrines in 

Scripture that must be rightly divided (2 Tim. 2:15):  Law and Gospel.  The Law is God’s commandments that 

demand obedience and condemn sinners.  The Gospel is the good news of salvation through Christ’s keeping of 

the Law and his sacrifice of atonement.  The quintessential proclamation of the Gospel is in John chapter 3:  

“For God so loved the world, that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes in him should not perish but have 

eternal life.  For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but in order that the world 

might be saved through him” (Jn. 3:16-17). 

 It would be a mistake, however, to conclude that the Old Testament is all Law and the New Testament is 

all Gospel.  There is Law and Gospel in both Testaments.  Consider Jesus’ statements of blistering Law in the 

New Testament: 
 

“Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter 

the kingdom of heaven, but the one who does the will of 

my Father who is in heaven.  On that day many will say 

to me, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name, 

and cast out demons in your name, and do many mighty 

works in your name?’  And then will I declare to them, ‘I 

never knew you; depart from me, you workers of 

lawlessness’” (Matt. 7:21-23). 
 

“The Son of Man will send his angels, and they will 

gather out of his kingdom all causes of sin and all law-

breakers, and throw them into the fiery furnace.  In that 

place there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth” (Matt. 13:41-42). 
 

 In the Old Testament there is the sweetest Gospel:  “Come now, let us reason together, says the Lord:  

though your sins are like scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; though they are red like crimson, they shall 

become like wool” (Is. 1:18).  The Gospel is even given before the curses to Adam and Eve!  To the serpent the 

Lord says, “I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your offspring and her offspring; he 

shall bruise your head, and you shall bruise his heel” (Gen. 3:15).  This is the protoevangelium, the first Gospel 

promise.  From the woman would come a Savior who would crush the devil and free mankind from the 

captivity into which it had fallen.  

 But there is more Gospel just in the book of Genesis alone:  promises, prophecy, prefigurement, 

covenants of grace, blessings, sacrifices, and typology, all in anticipation of the Christ to come.  There is 

plentiful Gospel from the beginning, from the Genesis of creation, from the sin of our first parents, from God 

making a people his very own.  It is there if you have eyes to see and ears to hear.  That’s what we hope to 

discover in this year’s Lenten series.

Confirmation: Twenty-eight members were 

confirmed during the convention. 
 

Ordination and Installation of two pastors: Praise 

the Lord for adding two more workers into His 

vineyard. On February 2, 2025 Vicar John Abane and 

Vicar Michael Akparibo were ordained into the Holy 

Ministry to add to the three ordained pastors. 

Having five ordained pastors and several lay leaders, 

we trust the Holy Spirit will use us more to bring the 

lost souls to the saving grace of Jesus Christ.  

 
 

Peace Lutheran Church chapel: By the grace of God, 

Peace Lutheran Church, the newest church has a 

completed chapel and more than 30 pieces of 

plastic chairs and eight benches for members to use. 

We rejoice in the Lord for the generous support we 

received to build the chapel with cement blocks, 

fixing doors and windows, flooring the chapel, 

building an altar and providing seating items for 

most members. 

 
 

St. Matthew Lutheran Church chapel: St. Matthew 

Lutheran Church chapel has been fully renovated. 

The cracked walls have been repaired using iron 

rods and concrete. The chapel has also been painted 

given it a beautiful look and a stronger structure. 
 

Water Project: The Lord has used several churches 

and individuals to provide several communities with 

more than 80 hand dugout wells. In recent years, it 

has been reported that hand dugout wells, even 

when lined with concrete like ours, are not good 

enough for drinking. For that reason, we have tried 

to have borehole water for our members. 

Thankfully, a congregation has provided us with two 

boreholes at Ziako and Bugzunde communities. It is 

our prayer that we get more boreholes for our 

communities. 
 

Leadership training class: This class is blessed to 

have lay leaders who attend regularly to learn how 

to preach being guided by an outline. Their 

knowledge about Law and Gospel and their 

application has grown. 
 

Radio Program: A brief survey showed that at least 

500 people listen to the radip broadcast on both 

Source and MAXX FM radio stations. It is our hope 

that the listeners, especially the Muslims and idol 
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worshippers, open their hearts as the Holy Spirit is 

willing and ready to bring them to Christ.  
 

Concordia Preparatory School (CPS):  The school is 

blessed to have a very good management team and 

teaching staff. The enrolment has reached 1200 and 

that is the maximum we can have now. We have 

been compelled to admit 20 new students because 

of the tangible reasons their parents provided. The 

school has been blessed to receive more textbooks 

and metal desks. We still lack about 400 pieces of 

metal desks and textbooks in the various subjects 

for Upper Primary and Junior High classes.

2. We praise the Lord for all the various kinds of 

support received from Ghana Harvest, 

churches, individuals and friends for the various 

activities and projects.   

3. We praise the Lord for the metal desks and 

textbooks received for CPS. It is our prayer that 

we get funds to manufacture more metal desks 

and also purchase textbooks for the Upper 

Primary and Junior students of CPS. 

4. We praise the Lord for providing us funds to 

renovate St. Matthew Lutheran Church in 

Kpaliga and completion of work on Peace 

Lutheran Church in Baakanga. 

5. Pray for God’s intervention and peace in the 

Bawku area due to chieftaincy conflict. 

6. Pray for the new government of Ghana that 

their plans of “resetting” the country are done 

by the guidance of the Holy Spirit. 

7. We pray that more communities also receive 

boreholes for good drinking water like Ziako 

and Bugzunde communities. 

8.  We thank and praise the Lord for your active 

participation and support in the Ghana mission 

and ministry with your prayers, encouragement 

and monetary gifts.
